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CHAPTER 1: GENERAL PROVISIONS

1.1TITLE

This Ordinance shall be known as "The Zoning
and may be cited and referred to as the "Clarksville Zonngg@nce".

1.2PURPOSE

This Zoning Ordinance is enacted pursuant to Title 13 of the Tennessee Code Annotated.
conjunction with this Ordinance an official zoning map assigns an appropriate zoning
classification, and creates certain overlay districtalkgproperties to which this Ordinance is
applicable. The regulations contained in this Ordinance are enacted for the purpose of promoting
the public health, safety, convenience, order, and general welfare of the present and future citizens
of the City ofClarksville. This Ordinance further establishes development standards which are
designed to protect the value and integrity of neighboring properties, enhance the general character
and appearance of the community, avoid excessive concentrations anflilvestitering of
population, and encourage the distribution of population and classifications of land use as will tend
to facilitate adequate provisions for transportation, water supply, drainage, sanitation, recreation,
and other public requirements.

1.3EFFECTIVE DATE

This Ordinance shall take effect and be in force from and after adoption by the Clarksville City
Council. (November 10, 2010)

Prior to January 1, 2012, any owner of property shall have the right to utilize any use permitted
based upon spéii uses allowed under the zoning designation of said property immediately prior
to the effective date of this Ordinance.

Any parcel of property rezoned after the effective date of this Ordinance shall comply with all
provisions as specified herein.

1.4APPLICABILITY

1.4.1 GENERAL
The provisions of this Zoning Ordinance shall apply to all land within the jurisdiction of
the City of Clarksville, Tennesse&xcept as hereinafter provided, no building shall be
erected or structurally altered, nor shall anydig or premises be used for any purpose
other than permitted in the zoning district in which the building or premises is located. No
land or lot area shall be so reduced or diminished that the yards or open spaces are less than
prescribed herein, nor ah the lot area be reduced in any manner except in conformity
with the area regulations hereby established for the district in which such building or use
is located. No yard or other open space provided for any building for the purpose of



complying with hese regulations shall be considered as providing a yard or other open
space for any other building.

1.4.2 MINIMUMREQUIREMENTS
The requirements of this Zoning Ordinance shall be considered as the minimum
requirements for the promotion of the public headtifety and general welfare.

1.4.3 NEWDEVELOPMENTS
Upon the effective date of this Zoning Ordinance or any subsequent amendment, any new
building or other structure or any tract of land shall be used, constructed or developed only
in accordance with adpplicable provisions of this Zoning Ordinance.

1.4.4 EXISTING DEVELOPMENTS
Any existing use, lot, building or other structure legally established prior to the effective
date of this Zoning Ordinance that does not comply with any of its provisions shall be
subject to the regulations of the nonconforming provisions of this Zoning Ordinance
stipulated in Chapter 10.

1.4.5 DIVISION OF A LOT, TRACT OR PARCEL
No recorded lot, tract or parcel shall be divided into two (2) or more lots, tracts or parcels
unless sah division results in the creation of lots, tracts or parcels each of which conforms
to all of the applicable regulations of the district in which property is located. Except when
a portion of a lot, tract of parcel is acquired for public purpose, natiedun the size of
a lot, tract or parcel below the minimum requirements of Chapters 1 through 11 of this
Ordinance shall be permitted.

1.5CONFLICTS

1.5.1 CONFLICTS WITH OTHER RESOLUTIONS, ORDINANCES, REGULATIONS AND LAWS
Where this Zoning Ordinance irapes a greater restriction on properties than that imposed
by other resolutions, ordinances, regulations or laws, the provisions of this Ordinance shall
govern. Where the provisions of any other statute, ordinance, or regulation impose greater
restrictiors than this Ordinance, said statute, ordinance or regulations shall govern.

1.5.2 CONFLICTS WITH PRIVATE AGREEMENTS
The City shall not be obligated to enforce the provisions of any easements, covenants, or
agreements between private parties.



1.6 TRANSITION AL REGULATIONS

1.6.1PREVIOUSLY ISSUED PERMITS, VARIANCES AND USES PERMITTED ON REVIEW

Variances, exceptions, uses permitted on review or permits authorized before the effective date
of this Zoning Ordinance may be continued, changed, extended, enlasgecdttrally altered
only as follows:

1. Any permit issued before the effective date of this Ordinance or subsequent amendment
shall remain in effect provided that the permit is still valid, as determined by the issuing
agency.Clearing, grading, the stora@f buildingmaterialsor the placement of temporary
structures shall not constitute beginning construction.

2. If the development for which the building permit is issued prior to the effective date of this
Ordinance fails to comply with the time frames fdevelopment established for the
building permit, the building permit shall expire, and future development shall be subject
to the requirements of this Ordinance.

3. Where no limitation as to the duration of the use was imposed at the time of authorization,
the use may be continuedhen the use was granted for a specific period of time, the
applicable provisions of this Ordinance shall be applied upon expiration of that time.

4. In no event shall such use be changed except to a conforming use or to a nonngnformi
use as provided for in Chapter 18. change of tenant or ownership shall not by itself
constitute a change in use.

1.6.2VIOLATIONS CONTINUE
Any violation of previous versions of this Ordinance shall continue to be a violation under
this Ordinance andhall be subject to the penalties and enforcement set forth in this
Ordinance or applicable lawPayment shall be required for any civil penalty assessed
under the previous regulations, even if the original violation is no longer considered to be
a violaion under this Ordinance.

1.6.3 PROCESSING O&PPLICATIONSCOMMENCED OR APPROVED UNDER PREVIOUS
ORDINANCE
1. Pending Applications

A. Any complete application that has been submitted or accepted for approval, but upon
which no final action has been taken by #ppropriate decisiemaking body prior
to the effective date of this Ordinance, shall be reviewed in accordance with the
provisions of the Ordinance in effect on the date the application was deemed complete
by the City.

B. If the applicant fails to comply witany applicable required period for submittal or
other procedural requirements, the application shall expire and subsequent
applications shall be subject to the requirements of this Ordinance.

C. Any re-application for an expired project approval shall nieetstandards in effect
at the time of reapplication.



D. An applicant with a pending application may waive review available under prior
Ordinances through a written letter to the agency responsible for processing said
application and request review under finevisions of this Ordinance.

2. Approved ProjectsApproved Planned Unit Developments, site plans, or design review
approvals that are valid on the effective date of this Ordinance shall remain valid until
their expiration date, where applicable.

1.7 SEVERABILITY

If any court of competent jurisdiction invalidates any provision of this Ordinance, then such
judgment shall not affect the validity and continued enforcement of any other provision of this
Ordinance.

If any court of competent jurisdiction invali@s the application of any provision of this Ordinance

to a particular property, structure, or situation, then such judgment shall not affect the application
of that provision to any other building, structure, or situation not specifically included in that
judgment.

If any court of competent jurisdiction judges invalid any condition attached to the approval of a
development review application, then such judgment shall not affect any other conditions or
requirements attached to the same approval that aspecfically included in that judgment.

2.2 DEFINITIONS

For the purpose of Chapters 1 through 11of this Ordinance, certain terms used herein are herewith
defined. When not inconsistent with the context, wordd usthe present tense include the future;
words used in the singular include the plural; the word "person” includes a firm, partnership, or
corporation as well as an individual; the word "lot" includes the word "plot," "parcel," or "site";
the word "buildng" includes the word "structure”; and the term "shall" is always mandatory and
not directory; and the word "may" is permissive. The word "used" or "occupied" as applied to any
land or building shall be construed to include the words "intended, arramgeddsigned to be

used or occupied."

1. Access wayA paved area intended to provide ingress and egress of vehicular traffic from
a public rightof-way to an off street parking area.

2. Accessory building A building or structure the use of which is suborténar incidental
to that of the main building, structure, or use. Where an accessory building is an integral
part of, or is joined to the main building, such accessory building shall be considered to be
part of the main building.

3. Accessory useA use custmarily incidental, appropriate, and subordinate to the principal
use of land or building and devoted exclusively to the main use of the premises.

4. Accessory structureShall represent a subordinate structure to the principal structure and
shall not be usefor human habitation with the exception of Guest Houses where permitted.

5. Acid ManufactureAn industrial facility or business that produces acid and/or acid based
products by a designed process or as a byproduct of another industrial or manufacturing
process.
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6. Addition: (to an existing buildingineansany walled and roofed expansion to the perimeter
of a building in which the addition is connected by a common load bearing wall other than
a fire wall. Any walled and roofed addition which is connected lineanall or is separated
by independent perimeter lode@aring walls is new construction.

7. Adhesive and Sealants Manufactuke:industrial facility or business that produces natural
and/or synthetic adhesives and/or sealants.

8. Adultoriented business estaditment: An establishment defined in Sectior1 800 of the
City Code and the provisions of SectioiiB00,as adopted on September 7, 2000, and as
may be amended from time to time thereafter, are adopted and incorporated by reference
herein.

9. Agricultural Arenas: Structures intended primarily or exclusively for support of an
agricultural function

10. Agricultural Retail: A use primarily engaged in the sale or rental of farm tools and
implements, feed, grain, tack, animal care products, and farm supphesdefinition
excludes the sale of large implements, such as tractors and combines, but includes food
sales and farm machinery repair services that are accessory to the princifibisisdso
includes the sale of products grown on site.

11. Agricultural Uses Customary): This includes the growing of crops in the open, dairying,
grazing, the raising and maintenance of poultry and other livestock, horticulture,
viticulture, floriculture,apiculture,forests, and timber. Commercial and Industrial feed
lots, the aising of furbearing animals, riding academy, livery or boarding stables, or dog
kennels are not considered to be customary agricultural uses.

12. Agriculture use, accessorythose structures or equipment which are normally required in
the operation of agnidtural uses.

13. Aircraft Parts Manufacture:An industrial facility or business that produces aircraft
component parts, excluding manufacturing of liquid lubricants, fuels, etc.

14. Airplane Manufacture:An industrial facility or business that assembles companent
produce airplanes.

15. Airports: Any area of land or water designed and set aside for the landing and takeoff of
aircraft, including all necessary facilities for the housing and maintenance of aircraft.

16. Airports, private: Any airport licensed by the Staof Tennessee as a private airport, used
primarily by the airport licensee, but available for use by others upon specific invitation of
the licensee.

17. Airport elevation: Five hundred fifty (550) feet above mean sea level.

18. Airport hazard: Any structuretree or use of land which obstructs the airspace required
for or is otherwise hazardous to the flight of aircraft in landing or taking off at the airport.

19. Alcohol Distillery:

o Small: Small scale distillery limited to producing alcoholic beverages in questi
not to exceed 1,000 barrels per month, with one barrel holding 55 gallons.

o Large: Large scale production of alcoholic beverages in quantities exceeding 1,000
barrels per month, with one barrel holding 55 gallons.

20.Alley: A public or private rightof-way that is primarily designed to serve as secondary
access to the abutting property.

21.Alterations: Any change, addition, or removal affecting the structural or supporting
members of a building such as bearing walls, columns, beams, girders, and joists.
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22.AmateurRadio Antenna:A freestanding or building mounted structure, including any
base, tower or pole, antenna, and appurtenances, intended for airway communication.

23.Ambulance Service (Private)A privately owned facility for the dispatch, storage, and
mantenance of emergency medical care vehicles.

24. Amenity: means a natural or created feature that enhances the aesthetic quality, visual
appeal, or makes more attractive or satisfying a particular property, place, or areas.

25.Animal Shelter:A facility used © house or contain stray, homeless, abandoned, rescued
or unwanted animals.

26.Animal Slaughtering and Processings facility for the slaughtering and processing of
animals and the refining of their byproducts.

27.Antigue Shop/DealerA place offering antiquefor sale. An antique, for purposes of this
chapter, shall be a work of art, piece of furniture, decorative object, or the like, of or
belonging to the past.

28. Apartment: A dwelling unit, including living, cooking and sanitary facilities, in a multiple
dwelling. A building, or portion thereof, used or designed as a residence for three or more
households living independently of each other, not transient in nature.

29. Apparel Shop:Retail stores where clothing is sold, such as department stores, dry goods
and sloe stores, and dress, hosiery, and millinery shops.

30.Appeal: means a request for a review of any provision of this section or a request for a
variance.

31.Appliance Store:See Furniture and Appliance Store.

32.Aquarium: An establishment where aquatic collengoof living organisms are kept and
exhibited.

33.Area of shallow flooding:means a designated AO or AH zone on a community's flood
insurance rate map (FIRM) with one percent or greater annual chance of flooding to an
average depth of one to three (3) febeve a clearly defined channel does not exist, where
the path of flooding is unpredictable and where velocity flow may be evident. Such
flooding is characterized by ponding or sheet flow.

34.Area of special floodelated erosion hazardis the land within a&community which is
most likely to be subject to severe flealated erosion losses. The area may be designated
as zone E on the flood hazard boundary map (FHBM). After the detailed evaluation of the
special floodrelated erosion hazard area in preparaforpublication of the FIRM, zone
E may be further refined.

35. Area of special flood hazards the land in the floodplain within a community subject to
a one percent or greater chance of flooding in any given year. The area may be designated
as zone A onhe FHBM. After detailed ratemaking has been completed in preparation for
publication of the FIRM, zone A usually is refined into zones A, AO, AH381AE or
A99.

36.Arena: A large open or enclosed space used for games or major events, and partly or
completely surrounded by tiers of seats for spectators.

37.Art Gallery: An establishment engaged in the sale, loan, or display of art books,
paintings sculpture or other works of artThis does not include libraries, museums, or
noncommercial art galleries.

38.Asphalt Paving/Mixing Manufacture:An industrial facility used for the production of
asphalt. The manufacturing process involves the combination of a number of aggregates,
sand, and filler, in correct portions, heated and coated with a binder, usuallyrbiitimee



finish product is also referred to as blacktop. Including administrative and or management
facilities, the stock piling of bulk materials required for the process, and storage of and the
maintenance of the required equipment for operation.

39. AssemblyHall/Civic Hall: A building or portion of a building in which facilities are
provided for civic, educational, political, religious, or social purposes.

40.Assisted Living Facility: A special combination of housing, supportive services,
personalized assiste®, and health care designed to respond to the individual needs of
those who need help with activities of daily living. facility with a central or private
kitchen, dining, recreational, and other facilities, with separate bedrooms or living quarters,
where the emphasis remains residential.

41.ATM (Automated Teller Machine)An automated device that performs banking or
financial functions at a location remote from the controlling financial institution.

42.Auction House (No LivestockA building, area, or aees within a building used for the
public sale of goods, wares, merchandise, megbicle, or equipment to the highest
bidder.

43.Authorized agent or ownerAnyone who has written authority to speak for or make
presentations on behalf of the owner of anypprty. An authorized agent shall be
responsible for any information or data which he presents to the city.

44. Automobile AssemblyAn industrial facility or business that assembles components to
produce new automobiles.

45. Automobile Parking (Commercial)A pubicly or privately ownedshortterm, parking
facility for commuters.

46. Automobile Parts Manufacturén industrial facility or business that produces automobile
component parts, excluding manufacturing of liquid lubricants, fuels, etc.

47. Automobile Parts Salgdo Outside Storage or Display)he use of any land area for the
display and sale of new or used parts for automobiles, panel trucks or vans, trailers, or
recreation vehiclesAll display and storage of materials shall be within a completely
enclosed bilding.

48. Automobile Parts Sales (With Outside StoragEhe use of any land area for the display
and sale of new or used parts for automobiles, panel trucks or vans, trailers, or recreation
vehicles.

49. Automobile RentalsRental of automobiles and lightitks and vans, including incidental
parking and servicing of vehicles for rent or lease.

50. Automobile Repair Service, majoAn establishment primarily engaged in the repair or
maintenance of motor vehicles, trailers, and similar large mechanical equiprolerting
paint, body and fender, and major engine and engine part overhaul, provided it is conducted
within and completely enclosed building.

51. Automobile Repair Service, minoAn establishment primarily engaged in the repair or
maintenance of motor veties, trailers, and similar mechanical equipment including brake,
muffler, upholstery work, tire repair and change, lubrication, tune ups, and transmission
work, provided it is conducted within a completely enclosed building.

52. Automobile SalesThe use o&ny building or portion thereof, or other premises or portion
thereof, for the display, sale, rental, or lease of new motor vehicles, or used motor vehicles,
and any warranty repair work and other repair service conducted as an accessory use and
within a ompletely enclosed building.

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53. Awning Manufacture (Cloth, Metal, and Woodn industrial facility or business that
produces awnings or components for awnings.

54.Bakery: An establishment primarily engaged in the sale of baked products for consumption
on/off dte. The products may be prepared either on or off site. Such use may include
incidental food service. A bakery shall be considered a general retail use.

55.Banner: Any sign of lightweight fabric, plastic, or similar material capable of being
attached to auilding or structure. National, state, or municiffagsor the official flag of
any institution or business shall not be considered banners.

56.Bar or Nightclub: A commercial establishment dispensing alcoholic beverages for
consumption on the premises andavhich dancing and musicahtertainment ipermitted.

57.Barber: Any establishment or place of business within which the practice of barbering is
engaged in or carried on by one or more barbers.

58.Barge Port: A facility for the docking, loading or unloauj of barges or boats that
transport freight.

59.Base flood: means the flood having a one percent chance of being equaled or exceeded in
any given year.

60.Basement:A story partly or wholly underground. For purposes of height measurement a
basement shall beoanted as a story when chalf of its height is above the average
ground elevation or when subdivided and used for commercial activities or dwelling
purposes.

61.Beauty Shop:Any establishment where cosmetology services are provided including hair
care, ndicare, and skin care on a regular basis for compensation.

62.Bed and breakfast establishmem:residence that provides one (1) to five (5) rooms for
paying guests on an overnight basis for periods not to exceed fourteen (14) days with one
daily meal bein@gvailable on the premises. A bed and breakfast establishment is allowable
only in a building originally constructed as a sintdenily residence.

63.Billboard: See "Offpremise advertising sign."

64.Block: All property fronting upon one side of a street betweetersecting and/or
intercepting streets, or between a street and aoigivly, waterway, deadnd of a street,
or city boundary. An intercepting street shall determine only the boundary of the block on
the side of the street it intercepts.

65.Boat Deales: A marine retail sales and service use in which boats are rented or sold.

66.Boat Repair and ServiceAn establishment primarily engaged in the repair or maintenance
of boats, boat trailers, or mechanical equipment, provided that all servicing of boats is
conducted within a completely enclosed buildiigjorage shall be limited to watercraft or
accessories being serviced only.

67.Board: Clarksville Board of Zoning Appeals.

68.Boardinghouse: A residence or portion thereof which is used to accommodate, for
compensation, boarders or roomers. Rest homes or homes for the aged shall be included in
this definition.

69.Bond: Money or a form of monetary security issued to the City of Clarksville by an owner
to insure that the required site work will be performed comigieted correctly within a
certain time frame. This bond shall be in the form ofa s h ¢heck, @&tser of credit from
a banking institution, certificate of deposit, or performance bond from an insurance
company.
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70.Bowling Alley: An establishment that detes more than 50 (fifty) percent of its gross floor
area to bowling lanes, equipment, and playing area.

71.Breakaway wall:means a wall that is not part of the structural support of the building and
is intended through its design and construction to calapgler specific lateral loading
forces, without causing damage to the elevated portion of the building or supporting
foundation system.

72.Brewery:

o Brewery, Micro: Small scale production of beer in quantities not to exceed 5,000
barrels per month, with or®arrel holding 31 gallons.
o Brewery: Large scale production of beer in quantities exceeding 5,000 barrels per
month, with one barrel holding 31 gallons.

73.Building: for purposes of this section, means any structure built for support, shelter, or
enclosuredr any occupancy or storage. (Sesructure™)

74.Building Area: That portion of a lot occupied by the main building, including porches,
carports, and other structures attached to the main building.

75.Building Contractor Supply: A facility that provides retil and/or wholesale sales of
building materials, construction supplies, plumbing/electrical materials, and other similar
items.

76.Building Height: The vertical distance measured from the average elevation of the
proposed finished grade at the front of bhudding to the highest point of the roof for flat
roofs, to the deck line for mansard roofs, and to the mean height between eaves and ridge
for gable, hip, and gambrel roofs.

77.Building, main or principal: A building in which is conducted or intended todoeducted
the main or principal use of the lot on which the building is located.

78.Building Official: The person within the Building and Codes Department, which is
determined by the City of Clarksville to have authority for enforcement of this Ordinance.

79.Building Permit: means the permit required under this Ordinance.

80.Building Setback LineA line on private property, established by this zoning ordinance,
to prohibit the location of buildings or structures between that line and streebfrigfaty
line ard/or property line.

81.Bus or Truck ServiceAny building, structure, improvements, or land used for the repair
and maintenance of buses, trucks, trailers, or similar vehicles including but not limited to
body, fender, muffler, or upholstery work, oil charagel lubrication, painting, tire service
and sales.

82.Bus Station:Any premises for the storage or parking of motor driven buses and the loading
and unloading of passengers.

83.Business Office (Excluding Medicaliiny lawful commercial endeavor to engagehe t
purchase, sale, lease, or exchange of goods, and/or the provision of services.

84.Business School: Universitylevel institution that confers degrees in Business
Administration. It teaches topics such as accounting, finance, informayistems,
marketing organizational behavior, strategy, human resource management, and
guantitative methods.

85.Cabinet and Countertop Manufactur@n industrial facility orbusinessthat produces
and/or assembles components to construct cabinets and/or countertops.

86. Cabinet andCountertop Sales (RetailEstablishments engaged in selling cabinetry and/or
countertops to ultimate customers or consumers.

87.Cafe: An informal restaurant primarily offering coffee, tea, and other beverages, and
where light refreshments and limited menaals may also be sold.

88.Caliper: A standard trunk diameter measurement for nursery grown trees taken six (6)
inches above the ground for up to and including four (4) inch caliper size, and twelve (12)
inches above the ground for larger sizes.

89.Camera, Phaigraphic Supply, Film Developing (RetailEstablishments engaged in
selling cameras, camera equipment, photographic supplies, and the process of film
development to ultimate customers or consumers.

90. Camping traileror Camper Traileris a portable unit peranently mounted on wheels and
designed to be towed by another vehicle and set up at a destination to provide temporary

91.Candy,Cigars, and Tobacco (RetailEstablishments engaged in selling candy, cigars, or
tobacco products to ultimate customers or consumers.

92.Car Wash: The use of a site for washing and cleaning of passenger vehicles, recreational
vehicles, or other light dutyquipment.

93.Caretaker Residence:A singlefamily dwelling unit accessory to an agricultural,
professional, commercial, or industrial use for occupancy by the owner/caretaker.

94.Carnival: A traveling or transportable group or aggregation of rides, showseggam
concessions or any combination thereof.

95. Carpet and Upholstery CleaningAn establishment engaged in the cleaning of residential,
commercial, or industrial carpeting and/or upholstery.

96. Catering Services:An establishment that serves and providesdfto be consumed off
premises for public or private entertainment.

97.Cellular Phone Sales and ServiceEstablishments engaged in selling cellular phones,
accessories, and/or cellular phone service products to ultimate customers or consumers.

98.Cement Manufcture: An industrial facility used for the production of cement. The
manufacturing process involves the combination of materials, usually aggregates
introduced to extreme heat to remove moisture, then crushed to produce a very fine dust
like substance @l to bind other aggregate materials. Including administrative and or
management facilities, the stock piling of bulk materials required for the process, and
storage of and the maintenance of the required equipment for operation.

99.Cemetery: Land used or d#icated to the burial of the dead, including crematoriums,
mausoleums, necessary sales, and maintenance facilities. Mortuaries shall be included when
operated within the boundary of such cemetery.

100 Ceramic Products Manufacturén industrial facility or busess that processes inorganic,
nortmetallic solid materials through a process that includes the introduction of high heat
and subsequent cooling to produce products including but not limited to pottery, tile,
semiconductors, etc

101 Certificate of compliance:Approval by the zoning administrator that a use, building or
structure complies with the provisions of this Zoning Ordinance.

102.Check Cashing:A person or business that for compensation engages, in whole or in part,
in the business of cashing checks, wats, drafts, money orders, or other commercial
paper serving the same purpose.
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103.Chemical ManufactureAn industrial facility or business that manufactures or processes
materials and/or chemicals to create a chemical, biological transformation, and/or
sepaation of materials.

104.Child care facility: A child care facility is a facility other than a family day care home
which provides nommedical care to children under eighteen (18) years in age in need of
personal services supervision or assistance on lessathaantyfour-hour basis. Child
care facility does not include family day care homes.

105.Civic Hall: See Assembly Hall.

106.Clinic: See "medical facility."

107 .Clothing ManufactureAn industrial facility or business that assembles textiles, usually on
a large sda, to produce clothing.

108.Club, private: An organization catering exclusively to members or their guests, or
premises and buildings for recreational entertainment or athletic purposes which are not
conducted primarily for financial profit.

109.Coffee Shop:An informal restaurant primarily offering coffee, tea, and other beverages,
and where light refreshments and limited menu meals may also be sold.

110.College or University: A postsecondary institution for higher learning that grants
associate or bachelor degseand may also have research facilities and/or professional
schools that grant master and doctoral degrees. This may also include community colleges
that grant associate or bachelor degrees or certificates of completion in business or
technical fields.

111.Commercial Amusement (Indoor)A facility wholly enclosed in a building that offers
entertainment or games of skill to the general public for a fBeis includes but is not
limited to such facilities such as laser tag, billiard parlors, arcades orruséés).

112.Commercial Amusement (OutdoorA facility that offers entertainment and/or games of
skill to the general public for a fee wherein any portion of the activity takes place outdoors
and including, but not limited to, a golf driving range, archrange, miniature golf course,
batting cages, goart tracks, amusement parks, and other similar types of uses.

113.Commercial StableSee Riding Academy.

114.Communication Studio: Establishments primarily engaged in the provision of
broadcasting and other infoation relay services accomplished through the use of
electronic and telephonic mechanism3.ypical uses include television studios,
telecommunication service centers, telegraph service offices, or film and sound recording
facilities.

115.Communication Tower: A tower, pole, or similar structure that supports a
telecommunications antenna operated for commercial purpose above ground in a fixed
location, freestanding, guyed, or on a building or other structures.

116.Concrete Mixing and Batching Plan&n industrial facility used for the production of
concrete. The manufacturing process involves the combination of a number of aggregates,
sand, water, fly ash and cement in correct portions, and mixed to produce concrete.
Including administrative and or management faes, the stock piling of bulk materials
required for the process, and storage of the maintenance of and the required equipment for
operation.

117.Consignment StoreA retail establishment engaged in selling used merchandise, such as
clothing, furniture, boks, shoes, or household appliances, on consignment.
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118.Construction Contractor with Storage Yardsn unenclosed portion of the lot or parcel
upon which a construction contractor maintains its principal office or a permanent business
office. Designationofth | ot or parcel as a contractor 0:¢
to be used to store and maintain construction equipment and other materials customarily
used in the trade carried on by the construction contractor.

119.Construction Landfill: Land used or edicated to building materials and other wastes
associated with construction projects including but not limited to such materials as wood,
concrete, drywall, masonry, roofing, siding, structural metal, wire, insulation, plastics,
styrofoam, twine, balingrad strapping materials, cans, buckets, packaging materials, and
containers.

120.Convenience CenterA lot or part thereof used primarily for the disposal of solid waste
into temporary storage and compacted to reduce its volume where it is then transported to
a sanitary landfill. Typical uses include temporary storage of glass, plastic, paper products,
and other recyclable materials.

121.Convenience StoreA facility associated with the sale of gasoline products that also offers
for sale prepackaged food itemsdaangible consumer goods, primarily for s&dirvice
by the consumer.

122.Convent: A housing facility where the residents are limited to members of a specific
religious order.

123.Convention CenterA commercial facility used for assemblies or meetings of thebers
or representatives of groups, including exhibition space. This term does not include
banquet halls, clubs, lodges, or other meeting facilities of private or nonprofit groups that
are primarily used by group members.

124.Corner Lot:- A lot abutting uporiwo or more public roads, permanent easements or travel
easements at their intersection.

125.Correctional Facility: A facility for the detention, confinement, treatment or rehabilitation
of persons arrested or convicted for the violation of civil or crimigal Such facilities
include an adult detention center, juvenile delinquency center, jail, and prison.

126.Council: The City Council of Clarksville, Tennessee.

127.Country club: A chartered, nonprofit membership club, catering primarily to its
membership, proding one or more of the following recreational and social activities:
Golf, swimming, riding, outdoor recreation, clubhouse, locker room, pro shop, boating.

128.Crematory: An establishment containing properly installed, certified apparatus intended
for use inthe act of cremation.

129 Critical root zone (CRZ): A circular region measured outward from a tree trunk
representing the essential area of the roots that must be maintained in order for the tree's
survival. The critical root zone is one foot of radial dis&for every inch of tree DBH,
with a minimum of eight (8) feet.

130.Cultural Center: A use providing for display, performance, or enjoyment of heritage,
history, or the arts. This use includes but is not limited to: museums, arts performance
venues, or intgretive sites, but does not include commercialhgrated theatres.

131.Custom ManufacturingAn industrial facility or business primarily engaged in thesda
production of goods by hand manufacturing, within enclosed structures, involving the use
of handtools, or the use of mechanical equipment.

132.Dairy Products ManufacturéAn industrial facility or business that produceed products
derived from therocessingf milk.
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133.DBH: Diameterat-breastheight is the tree trunk diameter measured in inches aghthe
of four and onehalf (4 1/2) feet above the ground.

134.Deciduous: Those plants that annually lose their foliage.

135.Demolition Landfill: Land used or dedicated to materials found in demolished buildings,
roads, and other structures including but not Behito concrete, drywall, asphalt, wood,
masonry, composition roofing, roofing, siding, structural metal, wire, insulation.

136.Detention Area:Area used for temporary storage and controlled release of stored storm
water.

137.Development: means any mamade chang to improved or unimproved real estate,
including but not limited to buildings or other structures, mining, dredging, filling, grading,
paving, excavation or drilling operations, or storage of equipment or materials.

138.Development Directory SignA freestaading sign identifying a shopping center, strip
center/plaza, office park, commercial subdivision, or similar mixed use or commercial
development, and listing individual businesses or tenants within the platted
development.Each individual business or tm must be located on a lot within the
subdivision development in which the sign easement is recorded.

139.Development Permitmeans any written approval or decision by the local authority under
its land development regulations that gives authorization derntetke some category of
development, including, but not limited to a building permit, grading permit, subdivision
plat, variance, appeal, planned unit development and site plan.

140.Director of Planning: The director, or acting director, of the ClarksvilMontgomery
County Regional Planning Commission and parties designated by the director, or acting
director, of the ClarksvilldMontgomery County Regional Planning Commission to act on
their behalf.

141 District or Zoning District: Any section, sections, orwsions of the City of Clarksville
for which the regulations governing the use of land and the use, density, bulk, height, and
coverage of buildings and other structures are uniform.

142 .Dormitory: A building containing sleeping quarters (rooms) for eithangrent or
permanent occupancy generally associated with institutional activities.

143.Drip Line: A vertical line extending from the outermost edge of the tree canopy or shrub
branch to the ground.

144 Drive-in Commercial UsesAny retail commercial use providinconsiderable ofétreet
parking and catering primarily to vehicular trade such as <nivestaurants, driva
theaters, and similar uses.

145 .Drive-Through Window ServicesA building opening, including windows, doors, or
mechanical devices, through whioccupants of a motor vehicle receive or obtain a
product or service.

146.Driveway: An accessvay to an offstreet parking facility.

147 Driving Range: An area equipped with distance markers, clubs, balls, and tees for
practicing golf drives and putting, and iwh may include a snadiar and preshop.

148.Drug Store: An establishment engaged in the retail sale of prescription drugs,
nonprescription medicines, cosmetics, and related supplies.

149.Dry-Cleaning: See Laundromat/DrZleaning

150.Dwelling: A building or porton thereof used for residential occupancy.

151.Dwelling, Attached:A dwelling with two (2) or more party walls, or one party wall in the
case of a dwelling at the end of a group of attached dwellings.
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152.Dwelling, SemidetachedTwo (2) dwellings with a singlegsty wall common to both.

153.Dwelling, Singlefamily: A detached building so designed and arranged to provide
sleeping, cooking, and kitchen accommodations and toilet facilities for occupancy by one
family only, together with such domestic help as is necgdeaservice and maintain the
premises and their occupants.

154 Dwelling, Twoeand ThreeFamily: A building so designed and arranged to provide
sleeping, cooking, and kitchen accommodations and toilet facilities for occupancy of two
(2) or three (3) familiegespectively.

155.Dwelling Unit: One or more rooms and a single kitchen designed as a unit for occupancy
by one family only, for cooking, living, and sleeping purposes.

156.Electroplating EstablishmentAn establishment that allows the process of using elattric
current to reduce cations of a desired material from a solution and coat a conductive object
with a thin layer of the material, such as a metal. Electroplating is primarily used for
depositing a layer of material to bestow a desired property (e.gsi@brand wear
resistance, corrosion protection, lubricity, aesthetic qualities, etc.) to a surface that
otherwise lacks that property. Another application uses electroplating to build up thickness
on undersized parts.

157 Emergency ServicesPublicly owned siety and emergency services, such as, but not
limited to, fire stations, police stations, and emergency medical and ambulance service.

158.Emergency ShelterA structure designated by local officials as a place of safe refuge
during a storm or other state@hergency.

159.Enameling and Painting Establishmenfn establishment that uses the process of
enameling or painting to change the outward characteristics of a surface.

160.Engraving Plant: A facility where engraving is the primary uséngraving is the pracic
of incising a design onto a hard, usually flat surface, by cutting grooves into it.

161.Evergreen: Those plants that retain their foliage throughout the year.

162.Evergreen ScreenPlants that retain their foliage year round that are planted to provide a
densevegetative screen for purposes of visual mitigation between zoning districts or
incompatible uses or structures.

163.Exception: means a waiver from the provisions of this section which relieves the applicant
from the requirements of a rule, regulation, ordepther determination made or issued
pursuant to this section.

164.Existing Construction:any structure for which the "start of construction" commenced
before the effective date of this Ordinance.

165.Existing Manufactured Home Park or Subdivisianeans a marfactured home park or
subdivision for which the construction of facilities for servicing the lots on which the
manufactured homes are to be affixed (including, at a minimum, the installation of utilities,
the construction of streets, and either final gieeding or the pouring of concrete pads) is
completed before the effective date of this Ordinance.

166.Existing Structures:SeeExistingconstruction.

167.Expansion to an Existing Manufactured Home Park or Subdivisiogans the preparation
of additional sitedy the construction of facilities for servicing the lots on which the
manufactured homes are to be affixed (including the installation of utilities, the
construction of streets, and either final site grading or the pouring of concrete pads).

168.ExterminatingCompany: An establishment where the primary focus is the extermination
of common pestsFacility may include areas for the storage of pesticides, application
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equipment, vehicles, and accessori@dl. storage of chemicals must be contained in a
completdy enclosed building.

169.Fairgrounds: An area of land use including but not limited tagricultural related
buildings, animal shows and judging, carnivals, circuses, community meeting or
recreational buildings and uses, concerts, food booths and stamass, gaotorized
contests of speed, rides, rodeos, sales and auctions, storage and theaters.

170.Family: One or more persons related by blood, marriage, or adoption, or a group of not
more than five (5) persons unrelated by blood, marriage or adoption, oagupgn
premises and living as a single nonprofit housekeeping unit as distinguished from a group
occupying a boarding or lodging house or similar dwelling for group use. A family shall
be deemed to include domestic servants employed by the family.

171.Family Day Care Home: A home which regularly provides care, protection, and
supervision of six (6) or fewer children, including children who reside at the home, in the
providers' own home, for periods of less than twdaty (24) hours a day, while the
parents oguardians are away.

172 Farm/Garden Machinery and Equipment Sales and Repaifacility that provides retail
sales and service of machinery and equipment of items associated with an agricultural use.

173.Farm Worker Dwelling: Any living quarters, dwelling, bading house, bunkhouse, or
other housing accommodations, maintained exclusively for the occupancy of farm
employees and their families in connection with any farm work or place where farm work
is being performed.

174 Feed/Seed StoreAn establishment engagedretail sale of supplies directly related to the
day-to-day activities of agricultural production.

175 Festival (Temporary): An event including the sale of ethnic specialty, regional, and
gourmet foods, arts and crafts and live musical entertainment t@ooo setting.

176.Financial Institution: An establishment where the principal businesses is the receipt,
disbursement or exchange of funds and currencies, such as: banks, savings and loans, or
credit unions.

177 Fish Farm: An area of land complete with an &dial pond(s) or natural pond(s) in which
fish are reared and sold to consumers.

178.Flea Market: See Open Air Market.

179.Flood or flooding: means a general and temporary condition of partial or complete
inundation of normally dry land areas from:

o The overfbw of inland or tidal waters;
o The unusual and rapid accumulation or runoff of surface waters from any source.

180.Flood Elevation Determinationmeans a determination by the administrator of the water
surface elevations of the base flood, that is, the flewdl lthat has a one percent or greater
chance of occurrence in any given year.

181.Flood Elevation Study:means an examination, evaluation and determination of flood
hazards and, if appropriate, corresponding water surface elevations, or an examination,
evalwation and determination of mudslide (i.e., mudflow) and/or flomldted erosion
hazards.

182.Flood Hazard Boundary Map (FHBM)means an official map of a community, issued by
the Federal Emergency Management Agency, where the boundaries of the flood related
erosion areas having special hazards have been designated as zone A, M, and/or E.



183.Flood Insurance Rate Map (FIRMmeans an official map of a community, on which the
Federal Emergency Management Agency has delineated both the areas of special flood
hazardand the risk premium zones applicable to the community.

184 .Flood Insurance Studyis the official report provided by the Federal Emergency.

185.Flood Prone Area:means any land area susceptible to being inundated by water from any
source (see definition of dbding").

186.Flood Protection Systemmeans those physical structural works for which funds have
been authorized, appropriated, and expended and which have been constructed specifically
to modify flooding in order to reduce the extent of the area withimaramity subject to
a "special flood hazard" and the extent of the depths of associated flooding. Such a system
typically includes hurricane tidal barriers, dams, reservoirs, levees or dikes. These
specialized flood modifying works are those constructe¢anformance with sound
engineering standards.

187 Floodplain: means the relatively flat or lowland area adjoining a river, stream,
watercourse, lake, or other body of standing water which has been or may be covered
temporarily by floodwater. Unless otherwisited, the floodplain is defined as the 100
year floodplain having a one percent chance of being equaled or exceeded in any given
year.

188.Floodplain Managementmeans the operation of an overall program of corrective and
preventive measures for reducingdtd damage, including but not limited to emergency
preparedness plans, flood control works and floodplain management regulations.

189.Flood proofing means any combination of structural and nonstructural additions,
changes, or adjustments to structures whechice or eliminate flood damage to real estate
or improved real property, water and sanitary facilities, structures and their contents.

190.Flood-Related Erosion:means the collapse or subsidence of land along the shore of a lake
or other body of water asrasult of undermining caused by waves or currents of water
exceeding anticipated cyclical levels or suddenly caused by an unusually high water level
in a natural body of water, accompanied by a severe storm, or by an unanticipated force of
nature, such aa flash flood or an abnormal tidal surge, or by some similarly unusual and
unforeseeable event which results in flooding.

191 Flood-Related Erosion Arear Flood-Related Erosion Prone Areameans a land area
adjoining the shore of a lake or other body of watéich due to the composition of the
shoreline or bank and high water levels or wilitven currents, is likely to suffer floed
related erosion damage.

192 Flood-Related Erosion Area Managememtieans the operation of an overall program of
corrective and mventive measures for reducing fleaeated erosion damage, including
but not limited to emergency preparedness plans, Hfteladed erosion control works and
floodplain management regulations.

193.Floodway: means the channel of a river or other watercoangethe adjacent land areas
that must be reserved in order to discharge the base flood without cumulatively increasing
the water surface elevation more than one foot.

194 Floor: means the top surface of an enclosed area in a building (including basement), i.e
top of slab in concrete slab construction or top of wood flooring in wood frame
construction. The term does not include the floor of a garage used solely for parking
vehicles.

196.Flour and Grain Mills: Any building or area of land dedicated to the grinding of grains
and corn for the purpose of producing flour.

202 Fraternity or Sorority House: A building housing the members of a fraternity or sorority
group living together under a cooperative arrangement as distinguished from a boarding or
lodging house.
203.Freestanding sign:Any sign supported by structures ompports that are placed on, or
anchored in, the ground and that are independent from any building or other structure.
204 Freight Transportation Terminal:A facility for freight pickup or distribution; may
include intermodal distribution facilities for rait shipping transport.
205.Frontage: All property on one side of a street between two (2) intersecting streets (crossing
or terminating) measured along the line of the street, or if the street has a dead end, then all
of the property abutting the dead end andidrnaround of the street.
206.Fuel/Petroleum Distribution:A facility for the storage of fuels or other volatile products
and for their distribution to retail sales facilities or other bulk purchasers, regardless of
ownership.
207.Funeral Home and Mortuary:A building or part thereof used for human funeral
services. Such building shall be used for the preparation of the deceased for burial and
display of the deceasedther uses may include the storage of caskets, funeral urns, and
other related funeral suligs, the storage of funeral vehicles, facilities for cremation and
funeral chapel.
208.Functionally Dependent Usemeans a use which cannot perform its intended purpose
unless it is located or carried out in close proximity to water. The term includes only
docking facilities, port facilities that are necessary for the loading and unloading of cargo
or passengers, and ship building and ship repair facilities, but does not includertang
storage or related manufacturing facilities.
209.Furniture and Appliance 8te: A retail establishment where the primary purpose is the
sale of furniture and appliances, large or small, where the general public is considered to
be the end consumer.
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210.Furniture Manufacture:An industrial facility or business, usually on a largelescthat
produces furniture, including but not limited to, tables, chairs, sofas, beds, or other similar
items.

211.Garage/Carport, Private:An accessory building or part of a main building for which the
principal use is storage of privately owned vehicles.

212.Garage, Public or Repair:A building in which the principal operation involves a garage
used for the storage, repair, servicing, or equipping of vehicles for profit.

213.Gasoline or Service StationAny building, structure, or land used primarily for the
dispensing or sale of fuels, oils, accessories, or minor maintenance and repair services but
not including painting and major repairs.

214.Gift or Card ShopA retail store that sells a wide variety of relatively small and inexpensive
items.

215.Golf Course: A tract of land with a least nine holes for playing a game of golf and
improved with tees, greens, fairways, and hazafdgolf course may include a clubhouse,
restrooms, driving range, putt course, and shelters as accessory uses.

216.Governmental OperationsA building or structure owned, operated, or occupied by
governmental agency to provide a governmental service to the public.

217.Grade, Finished:The completed surfaces of lawns, walks, and roads brought to grades as
shown on plans or designs relating thereto.

218.Grading Permit: means a permit issued to authorize excavation or fill to be performed
under the provisions of the storm water management ordinance.

219.Grain Mill: See Flour and Grain Mill.

220.Greenway:A linear park, alternative transportation route, or opegepanservation area
that provides passive recreational opportunities, pedestrian and/or bicycle paths, and/or the
conservation of open spaces or natural areas, as indicated in a greenway plan.

221.Grocery Store/Supermarkettores where most of the floor aris devoted to the sale of
food products for home preparation and consumption, which typically also offer other
home care and personal care products, and which are substantially larger and carry a
broader range of merchandise than convenience stores.

222.Ground cover: A prostrate plant growing less than two (2) feet in height at maturity that
is grown for ornamental purposes. Ground covers are used as an alternative to grasses. On
slopes, ground covers control erosion while eliminating the maintenance ohgiowi

223.Group Home/ Safe Hous&s dwelling unit or part thereof in which personal and financial
services may be offered as welNot to include assisted living, nursing homes and
homeless shelters.

224.Guest HouseAn accessory area for the purpose of housamgjliy members and guests of
the occupants of the principal building, and which is never rented or offered for rent.

225.Gun Ranges (indoor)Any building where there are facilities which cater to the use of
firearms.

226.Hazardous or Noxious UsesAll uses whichinvolve the storage, sale, manufacture,
processing or handling of materials or activities which are highly flammable, explosive,
noxious, toxic, or inherently dangerous to humans, animals, land, crops, or property.

227 Health Club: A facility where membersranonmembers use equipment or space for the
purpose of physical exercise.

228 Health Department.The ClarksvilleMontgomery County Health Department.
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229.Health Officer: The director of a city, county, or district health department having
jurisdiction over the ammunity in an area, or his duly authorized representative.

230.Heavy Equipment Sale$he use of any building or portion thereof, or other premises or
portion thereof, for the display, sale, rental, or lease of new or used movable or
transportable vehicle ather apparatus commonly used in commeraidl,strial, orother
constructionenterprises, suchs but not limited to trucks, trailerbulldozers, crangs
backhoes, rollers, loaders, lifts, having a gross weight of 2.5 tons or more, including any
warrany repair work and other repair service conducted as an accessory use and within a
completely enclosed building.

231.Heliport: An area designed to be used for the landing or takeoff of helicopters including
operations facilities, such as maintenance, loadimd) unloading, storage, fueling, or
terminal facilities.

232 .Helistop: A helicopter landing area for boarding and discharging the occupants of the craft.
Maintenance or fueling is not permitted.

233.Historical Monuments and/or Structures:Any structure or buildig existing
contemporaneously with and commonly associated with an outstanding event or period of
history, and any structure or building in which the relics and/or mementos of such event or
period are housed and preserved.

234 Historic Structure: means any sticture that is:

A Directly by the Secretary of the Interior in states without approved
programs.
235.Hobby Shop:An accessory usehere the activity or interest pursued is for pleasure or
relaxation and not as a main occupation and shall not be a commercial operation.
236.Home Improvement Sale# facility engaged in the retail sale of various basic hardware
lines, such as tools, builty materialsh u i | lthelwadespaint and glass, housewares and
household appliances, garden supplies, nursery products and cutlery.
237.Home Occupation: See Subsection 5.2 &n occupation carried on in a dwelling unit by
the resident thereof; provideldt the use is limited in extent and incidental and secondary
to the use of the dwelling unit for residential purposes and does not change the character
thereof.
238.Homeless ShelterA facility providing temporary housing to indigent, needy, homeless,
or transient persons, and may also provide ancillary services such as counseling, religious
instruction, vocational training, etc.
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239.Hospital: See Medical Facilities.

240.Hotel: An establishment providing, for a fee, sleeping accommodations and customary
lodging sevices, including maid service, the furnishing and upkeep of furniture and bed
linens, and telephone and desk serviBelated ancillary uses may include, but shall not
be limited to, conference and meeting rooms, kitchen facilities, restaurants, bar, and
recreation facilities.

241.House Trailer: See "mobile home."

242 House Trailer Park:See "mobile home park."

243.Ironworks Manufacturing (Ornamentalfn industrial facility or business that fabricates
iron or other similar metals to produce ornate fixtures inclyiat not limited to fences,
guardrails, art, etc.

244 Island: A raised planting area, in road and parking area design, usually curbed, and placed
to guide traffic, separate lanes, limit paving (impervious surface), preserve existing
vegetation and increasesthetic quality.

245 .Institution: A building or activity operated by either a profit or nonprofit corporation or
establishment for public use.

246.Jewelry Store:A retail establishment that specializes in the sale of jewelry.

247 Junkyard: A lot, land, or structw, or part thereof, used primarily for the collecting
storage, and sale of waste paper, rags, scrap metal, or discarded material; or for the
collecting, dismantling, storage, and salvaging of machinery or vehicles not in running
condition, or for the salef parts thereof.

248 Kennel, BreedingAn establishment where animals are kept for the purpose of breeding
for compensation.

249.Kennel, Boarding:An establishment where pet animals are boarded for compensation.

250.Landing Strip: An airstrip restricted, except faircraft emergencies, to use by the owner
and, on an infrequent and occasional basis, by invited guests.

251.Landscape OrdinanceThe sections of the zoning ordinance, which regulate landscape
design, landscaping, and landscape installation and maintenance.

252 Landscape Plan:The preparation of graphic and written criteria, specifications, and
detailed plans to arrange and modify the effects of natural features with plantings, ground
and water forms, circulation, walks and other landscaping features to coritiplyhes
provisions of this Ordinance.

253.Landscape Strip:An area required by this section which is reserved for the installation
and/or maintenance of plant materials.

254 Landscaping: The process or product of site development including grading, installation
of plant materials, and seeding of turf or ground cover. Includes any combination of living
plants, such as trees, shrubs, vines, ground covers or grass; natural features such as rock,
stone, bark chips or shavings; and structural features, includingdbulinmted to,
fountains, reflecting pools, outdoor art work, screen walls, fences and benches.

255.Laundromat/DryCleaning: A business that provides washing, drying, dry cleaning
clothing and/or ironing machines for hire to be used by customers.

256.Laundry andCleaning PlantsAn industrial facility or business, usually on a large scale,
that washes and/or cleans clothing, linens, or other textiles through the use of water, soaps,
chemicals, and/or other processes.

257 Leasing/Sales OfficeAn establishment whoseimary purpose is the sale or lease of real
estate.



258.Levee: means a mamade structure, usually an earthen embankment, designed and
constructed in accordance with sound engineering practices to contain, control, or divert
the flow of water so as to provigeotection from temporary flooding.

259.Levee Systemmeans a flood protection system which consists of a levee, or levees, and
associated structures, such as closure and drainage devices, which are constructed and
operated in accordance with sound engimegpractices.

260.Liquor Sales: Any business selling general alcoholic beverages, forprainises
consumption. Liquor store does not include a business selling only beer and/ or wine for
off-premises consumption.

261.Livestock: Animals raised for food or othgroducts, or kept for use, especially farm
animals such as meat and dairy cattle, pigs, and poultry.

262.Loading areas: An area which contains trash collection areas of dumpster type refuse
containers, outdoor loading and unloading spaces, recycling birks, d@atdoor shipping
and receiving areas, outdoor bulk storage of materials or parts thereof, or outdoor repair
areas of any service stations, safety equipment, inspection stations or dealers.

263.Lot: A parcel of land occupied or intended to be occupied ltyilding and its accessory
buildings or by a dwelling or group of dwellings and their accessory buildings, together
with such open spaces as are required under the provisions of Chapters 1 through 11 of this
Ordinance.See Picture 2.1 below.

o Lot, Corner: A lot abutting upon two (2) or more streets at their intersection.

o Lot, Double Frontage, or Through LoA lot which is an interior lot extending
from one street to another and abutting a street on two (2) ends.

o Lot, Flag: A lot/tract/parcel meeting th minimum frontage requirements and
where access to a public or private rigftway is provided by means of a long,
narrow strip of property between abutting lots/tracts/parcels and where the building
site is generally located to the rear of other lasts/parcels fronting along the
same righiof-way.

o Lot, Interior. A lot other than a corner lot fronting on a single rightvay or
easement.

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264.Lot Coverage:That portion of the area of a lot, tract or parcel of land whicbvsred by
principal and accessory structures.

265.Lot of Record: A lot, tract or parcel legally existing as of the date on which this ordinance
was adopted, which may not meet the applicable area, frontage, width, or depth
requirements established by thisdidance and/or previous Ordinances.

266.Lot Lines: The lines bounding a lot as defined herein.

o Lot Line, Front: The line separating the lot, tract or parcel from any public street,
dedicated private easement or travel easement.

o Lot Line, Rear:The lot boundry opposite and most distant from the front lot line.
In the case of a pointed or irregular lot, it shall be an imaginary line parallel to and
farthest from the front lot line, not less than ten (10) feet long and wholly within
the lot.

o LotLine, Side:Any lot line other than a front or rear lot line as defined herein.

267.Lot Width: The width of a lot measured at the building setback line in a manor generally
perpendicular with the side lot lines.

268.Low Profile Sign: Are signs which do not exceed three anmk-balf (3 1/2) feet in
height. These signs may be placed up to the front property line, provided they are placed
outside any street riglaf-way and so as to not obstruct vision for moving traffic.

269.Lowest Floor: The lowest floor of the lowest encloserka (including basement). An
unfinished or flood resistant enclosure, usable solely for parking of vehicles, building
access or storage in an area other than a basement area is not considered a building's lowest
floor; provided, that such enclosure is bailt so as to render the structure in violation of
the applicable norlevation design requirements of this section.

270.Lumber Mill: Manufacturing, processing, and sales involving the milling of forest
products to produce rough and finished lumber and etbed materials for use in other
manufacturing, craft, or construction processes.

271.Machine Shop:Shops where lathes, presses, grinders, shapers, and otheandouktal
working machines are used such as blacksmith, tinsmith, welding, and sheet mestal shop
plumbing, heating, and electrical repair shops; and overhaul shops.

272 Manufactured Home Salesthe selling of factonpuilt, singlefamily structure, that is
transportable in one or more sections, is built on a permanent chassis, and is used as a place
of human habitation.

273.Map: means the flood hazard boundary map (FHBM), flood boundary and floodway map
(FBFM) or the flood insurance rate map (FIRM) for a community issued by the agency.

274 Marble Working and FinishingAn industrial facility or business, udlyaon a large scale,
that processes, sculpts, and/or polishes marble or other stones capable of taking a high
polish for a specified use.

275.Marina: A use involved in the operation of a marina including structures and activities
normally integral to the opation of a marina, such as docking and/or the securing of
watercraft, servicing, fueling, pumpiraut, chartering, launching, and esjorage of boats
and boating equipment.

276.Meat/Fish Market: A retail establishment where the primary purpose is the cae end
consumer of meat, poultry, and fish products.

277 Meat/Poultry Processing PlantA building where live animals are killed and processed,;
and/or a building where meat, poultry, or eggs are cooked, smoked, or otherwise processed
or packed but does niclude a butcher shop or rendering plant.
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278.Medical Appliance SalesA retail establishment where the primary purpose is the sale to
an end consumer of medical appliances and accessories to them.

279.Medical Facilities:

o Convalescent, rest or nursing hom&:health facility where persons are housed
and furnished with meals and continuing nursing care.

o Dental clinic, medical cliniopr mentalhealth clinic: A facility for examination
and treatment of human epatients where patients are not kept overnigleepk
under emergency conditions.

o Hospital: A public or proprietary facility providing, on an inpatient or outpatient
basis, medical diagnosis, treatment, or other care of human almenincluding
clinics as herein defined.

o Sanitariumor Sanatorium An institution providing health facilities for inpatient
medical treatment and recuperation.

280.Medical Helistop: See Helistop.

281.Medical Lab: An establishment that includes uses such wsnbt limited to medical
research facilities, processing and testing of fluid sampiesy and ultrasound, etc.

282.Medical Office: Those uses concerned with the diagnosis, treatment, and care of human
beings.

283.Medical Waste Facility:A facility used to pocess medical waste.

284 Micro Brewery: See Brewery.

285.Mineral Extraction: The extraction of minerals, including solids, liquids, and gasés.
term also includes quarrying; well operation; milling, such as crushing, screening, washing
and flotation; and o#tr preparation customarily done at the extraction site or as a part of
the extractive activity.

286.Mini-Warehouse:See Self Service Storage (Mini).

287 .Mobile Home: A portable or movable single wide manufactured home designed and
constructed to permit lorgerm occupancy for dwelling purposes that is permanently
mounted on a single chassis with or without a permanent foundation.

288.Mobile Home Park: Any area, tract, site, or plot of land under single ownership,
whereupon mobile home spaces are located and madtaid shall include all accessory
buildings used or intended to be used in connection with the operation of a mobile home
park.

289.Mobile Home SpaceA plot of ground within a mobile home park or subdivision designed
for the accommodation of one mobile home

290.Mobile Home Subdivision/A mobile home subdivision is a subdivision intended for
individual ownership of lots and designed for residential use of mobile homes exclusively.

291.Mobile Storage Unit:An establishment where the primary use is the deliveryadup
of mobile storage unitsThese can be picked up and delivered to another location or stored
onsite and delivered at another time.

292 .Monastery: A housing facility where the residents are limited to members of a specific
religious order.

293.Mortuary: See Funeral Home.

294 Motel: A building or series of buildings in which lodging is offered for compensation, and
which is distinguished from a hotel primarily by reason of providing direct independent
access to, and adjoining parking for, each rental unit.
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295.Motor home is a vehicular unit designed to provide temporary living quarters for
recreational, camping or travel use, built on or permanently attached toepaogpsfled
motor vehicle chassis or on a chassis cab or van that is an integral part of thetexbmp
vehicle.

296.Moving and Storage Companyin establishment whose primary purpose is the moving
of end consumers from one location to anotl&hort term storage esite can be provided
as long as all storage is contained within a fully enclosed buildtgrage and servicing
of vehicles used in the moving process will also be included with this use.

297 Multi-Family: A dwelling or group of dwellings on one lot, containing separate living
units for three or more families, having separate or joint entrarao®s$ including
apartmentsrow houses, and condominiums.

298.Multi-Media Production: Space in an outdoor or indoor area, building, part of a building,
structure, or a defined area, that is used primarily for the creation of film, television, music
video, muti-media, or other related activities.

299.New Construction:Any structure for which the "start of construction” commenced on or
after the effective date of this Ordinanc&he term also includes any subsequent
improvements to such structure.

300.New Manufactued Home Park or SubdivisiorA manufactured home park or subdivision
for which the construction of facilities for servicing the lots on which the manufactured
homes are to be affixed (including at a minimum, the installation of utilities, the
constructionof streets, and either final site grading or the pouring of concrete pads) is
completed on or after the effective date of this Ordinance.

301.Nightclub: See Bar or Nightclub

302.Nonconforming UseThe use of any building, structure, or land which was lawfthet
time of the passage of the provisions of Chapters 1 through 11 of this Ordinance, or
amendment thereto, but which is not now in conformance with the provisions of this
Ordinance.

303.Nonprecision Instrument Runwayk runway other than an instrument runway

304.Nursery: The retail handling of any article, substance, or commodity related to the
planting, maintenance, or harvesting of garden plants, shrubs, trees, packaged fertilizers,
soils, chemicals, or other nursery goods and related products in smaltigsantithe
consumer.

305.Nursing Home: A use providing bed care and inpatient services for persons requiring
regular medical attention but excluding a facility providing surgical or emergency medical
services.

306.0ffice Equipment SalesA retail establishmenwhose primary focus is the sale of office
equipment, furniture, and accessories to end consumers.

307.0ff-Premise Advertising SignA sign that is used to advertise or inform by directing
attention to a cause, event, campaign, business, profession, commuamtityGt, service,
or entertainment which is conducted, sold, distributed, or offered elsewhere than upon the
same premise as the gffemise sign, or which directs attention to any brand name or trade
name product which may be incidentally available @siime premises as the-pfemise
sign; provided, however, that no sign containing a noncommercial message shall be
deemed an ofpremises advertising sigriexcluding Development Directory Signs.

311.0ptical Goods ManufactureAn industrial facility or business, usually on a large scale,
that produces products associated with optics, including but not limited to, eye glass lenses,
telescopes, etc.

312.0rphanage: An institution for the housing and care of orphans.

313.0utpatient Clinic: A facility for examining and treating patients with medical problems
on an outpatient basis, including ambulatory care or similar medical services that generally
require a stay of less thamenty-four (24) hours.

314.0wner: Any individual, corporation, partnership or entity, which owns property that is
subject to the provisions of this section and any individual, corporation, partnership or
entity which succeeds to such ownership. The obligatadran owner under this section,
including perpetual maintenance in accordance with an approved landscape plan, are
binding on any successor owner.

315.Paper Products and Box Manufacturgn industrial facility or business, that produces
paper and or paperbwh from both raw and recycled materials, and their conversion into
products including but not limited to paper bags, boxes, envelopes, wallpaper, etc.

316.Park: Any public or private land available for recreational, educational, cultural, or
aesthetic use.

317.Park and Ride Lot:Parking lots of structures designed to encourage transfer from private
automobile to masBansit or to encouragearpoolingfor purposes of commuting.

318.Parking Lot: An off-street facility including parking spaces along with adequate
provisions for drives and aisles for maneuvering and providing access, and for entrance
and exit, all laid out in a way to accommodate the parking of automobiles.

319.Parking Lot Island: An area of ground within the boundary of any parking lot, which has
curbingadjacent to all paved areas. Parking lot islands are used for traffic control and as
planting areas to screen and shade parking lots to minimize the detrimental environmental
impacts of large paved areas.

320.Parking Space: An off-street space available fohe parking of one motor vehicle,
exclusive of passageways and driveways, and having direct access to a street or alley.

321.Parsonage:The permanent place of residence of the pastor or minister of a church.

322.Pawn Shop(s):An establishment that engages, inokhor in part, in the business of
loaning money on the security of pledges of personal property, or deposits or conditional
sales of personal property, or the purchase or sale of personal property.
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323.Perimeter Lot: The exterior lots of the proposed devetwmnt which adjoin the perimeter
boundary of the subject tract or adjacent to the landscape buffer or the open space.

324 .Personal Care ServicesAssistance with meals, dressing, movement, bathing, or other
personal needs or maintenance, or general supenositire physical and mental well
being of a person who is incapable of maintaining a private, independent residence, or who
is incapable of managing his person, whether or not a guardian has been appointed for such
person.

325.Pet CemeteryA parcel of landbuildings, and/or structures used for the interring of animal
remains.

326.Pet Shops:A retail sales establishment primarily involved in the sale of domestic animals,
such as dogs, cats, fish, birds, and reptiles, excluding exotic animals and farm animals suc
as horses, goats, sheep, and poultry.

327 Pharmacy: Any place where prescription drugs are dispensed.

328.Photography StudioA workspace that provides space to take, develop, print and duplicate
photographs.

329.Plants: A combination of vegetation in a designs@gecific application which meets the
purpose of this ordinance. Vegetation may include: trees, shrubs, groundcovers, vines and
grasses. For purposes of this section it does not include flowers or weeds.

330.Planting Area: The area prepared for the purposaafommodating the planting of plants.

331.Planting Yard: A planting area around the perimeter of a property separating the access
way and vehicular use area from adjoining property and/or publieafglay. Its purpose
is to enhance the visual appearancehefsite and to provide screening of the vehicular use
area and certain other activities from the public rigfatvay and abutting property.

332.Planning Commission: The ClarksvilleMontgomery County Regional Planning
Commission of Clarksville and Montgome@punty.

333.Plastic Products (Molding, Casting, and Shapingh industrial facility that produces
products created from plastics.

334.Playground: A recreation area with play apparatus.

335.Playhouse:A freestanding structure, exclusively for the use of children.

336.Power Plant: Any plant facilities and equipment for the purposes of producing, generating,
transmitting, delivering, or furnishing electricity for the production of power.

337.Precision Instrument RunwayA runway equipped or to be equipped with a precision
electronic navigation aid or other air navigation facilities suitable to permit the landing of
aircraft by an instrument approach under restricted visibility conditions.

338.Principal Use: The specific primary purpose for which land or a building is used.

339.Print/Copy Shop(s)A facility for the custom reproduction of written or graphic materials
on a custom order basis for individuals or businesses. Typical processes include, but are
not limited to, photocopying, blueprint, and facsimile sending and receamagncluding
offset printing.

340.Printing and Publishing Plant:A commercial printing operation involving a process that
is considered printing, imprinting, reproducing, or duplicating images and using printing
methods including but not limited to offseirgmg, lithography, web offset, flexographic,
and screen process printing.

341.Processing Facility (RecyclablesA processing facility is a building or enclosed space
used for the collection and processing of recyclable materials. Processing means the
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prepaation of materials for efficient shipment, or to an end user's specifications. Any
facility that is larger than a large collection facility is included in this category.

342 Professional Office (Excluding Medical)An establishment where work is provided to
others, predominately on the premises of the office, by someone trained and engaged in
such work for a career; e.g., doctors, lawyers, accountants.

343.Public Street: For the purpose of this section, any public street or dedicated roadway
easement.

344 Public Use Any facility or use owned, operated, or maintained by a federal, state, or local
governmental entity.

345.Public Utility: Any person, firm, corporation, municipal department, or board duly
authorized to furnish and furnishing, to the public, under reguistielectricity, gas,
steam, telephone, telegraph, transportation, drainage, water, or sewer.

346.Racetrack: A facility used primarily for the sport of automobile racing. A racetrack may
include seating, concession areas, suites, and parking facilities.

347.Railroad Station: A facility, either light or heavy rail, for the boarding of passengers and
related ticketing sales and offices.

348.Railroad Yard: An area of land, a portion of which is covered by a systetraoks that
provides for the making up of trains bge or more railroads or private industry concerns.
Necessary functions ofrail yardinclude but are not limited to the classifying, switching,
storing, assembling, distributing, consolidating, moving, repairing, weighing, or
transferring of cars, traf engines, locomotives, and rolling stock.

349.Recreational CampgroundA campground with two (2) or more camping unit sites,
accessible by vehicular traffic and provided with one (1) or more service buildings. These
sites may have individual water, sewerdalectrical connections.

350.Recreational CenterA public or private center where the main purpose is to provide
amusement generally associated with athletic functions in an indoor environment.

351.Recreational Facility, PrivateMeans a recreational facilifgr use solely by the residents
and guests of a particular development and operated by a nonprofit organization.

352.Recreational Vehicles ParkA lot or parcel of land occupied or intended for occupancy
by recreational vehicles or tents for travel, recreatioor vacation usage for short periods
of stay.

353.Recycling Collection Facility:A center for the acceptance by donation, redemption, or
purchase of recyclable materials from the public. Such a facility shall not use power
processing equipment.

354.RecyclingCollection Facilities (Small):An establishment that exists only in conjunction
with an existing principal facility.Small recycling sites shall not occupy more than one
thousand (1,000) square feet of the parcel in which they are placed, and thi&ooollec
containers shall not occupy more than two hundred (200) squarélfesre shall be only
one collection facility per parcel.

355.Recycling/Collection Facilities (Large)iarge collection facilities are not required to
operate in conjunction with an etigy principal facility, and it may have a permanent
building. The facility shall not occupy more than twenty thousand (20,000) square feet of
the parcel of land in which it is placed; the containers shall not occupy more than one
thousand (1,000) squaieet of the facility.
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356.Regulatory floodway:means the channel of a river or other watercourse and the adjacent
land areas that must be reserved in order to discharge the base flood without cumulatively
increasing the water surface elevation more than igreed height.
357.Religious Institution: A church or place of worship or religious assembly with related
facilities such as the following in any combinatiorectory or convent, private school,
meeting hall, offices for administration of the institutidnghsed child or adult daycare,
playground, or cemeteryp include charitable work.
358.Repair ServicesEstablishments primarily engaged in the provision of repair services to
individuals and households, rather than businesses, but excluding automotive and
equipment repair use typesypical uses include appliance repair shops, shoe repair, watch
or jewelry repair shops, or repair of musical instruments.
359.Research and Development Facilifesearch, development, and testing laboratories that
do not involvethe mass manufacture, fabrication, processing, or sale of products. Such
uses shall not violate any odor, dust, smoke, gas, noise, radiation, vibration, or similar
pollution standard as specified herein.
360.Reservoir: A pond, lake, basin, or other spaceheitnatural or created in whole or in part
by engineered walls or structures, which is used for storage, regulation, and control of water
for recreation, power, flood control, or drinking.
361.Residence for Handicapped (eight (8) or mord):multiple dwellingwhich is entirely
accessible to physically handicapped persons, limited to persons who have a physical,
sensory, or mental impairment which substantially limits one or more major life activities.
362.Restaurant/Fast FoodRestaurants where most customereogaihd are served their food
at a counter or in a motor vehicle in packages prepared to leave the premises, or able to be
taken to a table or counter to be consumed.
363.Restaurant/FuliService: An establishment where food and/or beverages are prepared,
serval, and consumed, and whose principal method of operation includes one or both of
the following characteristics:
o Customers are normally provided with an individual menu and served their food
and beverages by a restaurant employee at the same table or etenéthe items
are consumed;
o A cafeteriatype operation where food and beverages generally are consumed
within the restaurant building.
364.Retail: The selling of goods, wares, or merchandise directly to the ultimate consumer or
persons without a resaledinse.
365.Retention area: The prevention of storm runoff from direct discharge into receiving
waters.

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369.Road or Street Righif-Way Line: That line surveyed or approved by the appropriate
government authority as the outer boundary of a road or street. Sedh identical to or
contiguous with any property line abutting a road or street.
370.Roadside Stand, AgriculturalA farm structure used or intended to be used for the sale of
only seasonal farm products.
371.Rock Quarries (Sand, Gravel, and Earth Excavatioms)ot or land or part thereof used
for the purpose of extracting stone, sandrawelfor sale and exclusive of the process of
grading a lot preparatory to the construction of a building for which application for a
building permit has been made.
372.RoomingHouses: A dwelling other than a hotel, motel, or apartment house where lodging
for three (3) or more persons not of the immediate family is provided for compensation and
by prearrangement for definite time periods.
373.Runway: The paved surface of an airptanding strip.
374.Safe House:See Group Home/Safe House
375.Sales Office:See Leasing/Sales Office
376.Salvage Yard:See Junk Yard.
377.Sanitary Landfill: The burial of nonhazardous and nmedical farm, residential,
institutional, commercial, or industrial waste
378.Satellite Dish: A dish-like antenna used to link communications sites together by wireless
transmission of voice or data.
379.School, (to include Elementary, Middle and HighAn institution for the teaching of
children or adults including primary and sadary schools and similar facilities.
380.School, Private:An institution of learning, including colleges and universities, that is not
tax supported.
381.School, Public:An institution of learning that is supported from the public tax system.
382.Seamstress/Dressk&a/Tailor Shop(s): A business, usually smalsire thatsews, alters,
and/or creates garments.
383.Seed StoreSee Feed/Seed Store.
384.Self-Service Storage (Mini):A building or group of buildings divided into separate
compartments used to meet the temposdoyage needs of small businesses, apartment
dwellers, and other residential uses; and may include refrigerated facilities.
385.Setback: The minimum distance by which any building or structure must be separated
from a street righof-way, easement, or propgtine. See Picture 2.2 below.
o Setback, Front:The minimum allowable distance from the street rigitvay or
easement line.
o Setback, RearThe minimum allowable distance from the rear property line.
o Setback, SideThe minimum allowable distance frotime side property line.
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386.Sewer Pump StationA facility where the primary purpose is the pumping of sewage
further along the sewer system; may be an accessory to a structure or standalone feature.

387.Sheet Metal ShopAn industrial facility or business involved in the process of working
with metals to create individual parts or assemblies.

388.Shoe RepairA business, usually small in size, that repairs footwear.

389.Shoe Store:Retail business whose principal activity is the sglliof footwear and
conducting business within an enclosed area.

390.Shopping CenterA group of commercial establishments, planned and developed with off
street parking provided on the property.

391.Shrub, Large: An upright plant growing ten (10) feet to twen{30) feet in height at
maturity planted for ornamental or screening purposes.

392.Shrub, Medium:A plant growing five (5) feet to nine (9) feet in height at maturity planted
for ornamental or screening purposes.

393.Shrub, Small:A plant growing to less thanvi (5) feet in height at maturity planted for
ornamental or screening purposes.
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394.Sight Triangle: Area at the intersection of the road rigiitway and an access point to
property where driver visibility must be maintained as required in this section. (See
subsection (m) of this section for further explanations).

395.Sign: Any structure which displays or includes any letter, word, model, banner, flag,
streamer/pennant, insignia, or representation used as, or which is in the nature of
announcement, direction @dvertisement. The word "sign" includes billboards or any
other type of advertising device, but does not include the flag, pennant, or insignia of any
nation, state, city, or other political unit, school, or religion.

396.Sign, Height

397.Sign, Sidewalk:A sign with two faces that are adjoined at the top and displayed at an
angle, or of similar design, which is not permanently anchored or secured.

398.Skating Rink:An establishment that provides facilities for participant skating.

399.Solar Panel: A photovoltaic modle or photovoltaic panel, used to collect light energy
from the sun.

400.Sorority House:See "Fraternity."

401.Soup Kitchen:A food service use that provides free meals for consumption on site.

402.Special hazard areameans an area having special flood, mudsiige (mudflow) and/or
flood-related erosion hazards, and shown on an FHBM or FIRM as zone A, AG),Al
AE, A99, or AH.

403.Stadium: A large building with tiers of seats for spectators at sporting or other recreational
events.

404 .Start of Construction:includessubstantial improvement, and means the date the building
permit was issued, provided the actual start of construction, repair, reconstruction,
rehabilitation, addition, placement, or other improvement was within one hundred eighty
(180) days of the permitate.

405.State Coordinating Agency({Tennessee Department of Economic and Community
Development, Local Planning Assistance Offioeans the agency of the state
government, or other office designated by the governor of the state or by state statute at the
request of the administrator to assist in the implementation of the National Flood Insurance
Program in that state.

406.Stock Yard:Services involving the temporary keeping of livestock for slaughter, market,
or shipping. Typical uses include stockyards andnaal sales in auction yards.

407 .Stone Cutting or CrushingA lot or land or part thereof used for the purpose of cutting or
crushing stone including esite storage of materials associated with the process.

408.Stone Monument Sale&stablishments primarily engead in buying or selling monuments
and tombstones.

409.Storage (of Cement, Sand, and GraveéDn-site storage of any soil, sand, gravel, clay, or
mud, in a concentrated state.

410.Storage of Used Lumber and Building MaterialStorage of lumber and used building
materials.

411.Storage Shed (Residentialkk use or structure subordinate to the principal use of a lot, or
of a principal building on the same lot, and serving a purpose clearly incidental to a
permitted principal use of the lot or of the building and wilaicbessory use or structure is
compatible with the principal permitted uses or structures authorized under zoning
regulations applicable to the property.

412 .Storm ShelterA shelter in or adjacent to a house, used for protection from severe weather.



413.Story: That portion of a building included between the surface of any floor and the surface
of the next floor above it, or if there is no floor above it, then the space between the floor
and the ceiling next above it.

414 .Story Half: A space under a sloping roof whihas the line of intersection of roof decking
and wall face not more than three (3) feet above the top floor level, and in which space not
more than twehirds of the floor area is finished for use. A hstibry containing
independent apartments or ligiguarters shall be counted as a full story.

415 .Streamer/Pennant:Any lightweight plastic, fabric, or other material, whether or not
containing a message of any kind, suspended from a rope, wire, or string, usually in a series,
designed to move in the wind.

416.Street: A thoroughfare which affords a principal means of access to abutting property and
which has been accepted by the city as a public street.

417 .Strip Center/Plaza:An arrangement of stores, restaurants, service outlets, or offices under
one (1) or manypwnerships or management providing shareestsffet parking, vehicular
use areas and public access.

418.Structure: An artificial combination of materials built, erected, attached, or maintained
upon the realty by its own weight or otherwise; also inclugiatforms, radio or television
towers, swimming pools, and display signs of any height.

419.Studios: (Art, Dance, Music, Health, Massage, Reducing)workshop for an artist,
musician, or employee to perform tasks.

420.Substantial Damagemeans damage of any gin sustained by a structure whereby the
cost of restoring the structure to its before damaged condition would equal or exceed fifty
(50) percent of the market value of the structure before the damage occurred.

421 .Substantial Improvementmeans any reconsttion, rehabilitation, addition or other
improvement of a structure, the cost of which equals or exceeds fifty percent of the market
value of the structure before the "start of construction” of the improvement. This term
includes structures which have imed "substantial damage", regardless of the actual
repair work performed. The term does not, however, include either:

o Any project for improvement of a structure to correct existing violations of state or
local health, sanitary, or safety code specificetiovhich have been identified by
the local code enforcement official and which are the minimum necessary to assure
safe living conditions; or

o Any alteration of a "historic structub@rovided that the alteration will not preclude
the structure's continuatksignation as a "historic structure”.

422 Substantially Improved Existing Manufactured Home Parks or Subdivisisnghere the
repair, reconstruction, rehabilitation or improvement of the streets, utilities and pads equals
or exceeds fifty (50) percent dfe value of the streets, utilities and pads before the repair,
reconstruction or improvement commenced.

423.Swimming Pool:A structure, whether above or below grade level, designed to hold water
and to be used for recreational purposes.

424 .Swimming Pool/Bath H@e, family: A swimming pool used and intended to be used solely
by the owner, operator, or lessee thereof and his family and by guests invited to use it
without payment of any fee or consideratidkn accessory building to the principle use to
be used daciding with the presence of a pool.
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425.Tobacco Processing or TreatmeAtfacility that receives freshly harvested and/or cured
tobacco and processes it through varying phases of production including but not limited to
its preparation for consumption andgbstribution.

426.Tattoo Parlor: Any room or space where tattooing is performed for
compensation.Tattooing means a placement in human tissue of any indelible design,
letter, scroll, figure, symbol, or other mark placed with the aid of needles or other
instruments; or any design, letter, scroll, figure, or symbol done by scarring upon or under
the skin.

427 .Taxi Cab BusinessA service that offers transportation in passenger automobiles and vans
to persons including those who are handicapped in return fomesation. The business
may include facilities for servicing and repairing the taxicabs or vans.

428.Taxidermy: The business of preparing, stuffing, and mounting the skins of animals.

429.Temporary Building: Structures that are needed or are in place for ordyt gleriods of
time.

430.Temporary Signs:Any sign not permanently attached to the ground or other permanent
structure, or a sign designed to be transported, including, but not limited to, signs designed
to be transported by means of wheels; signs conveotet br T-frames; menu and
sandwich board signs; balloons used as signs; umbrellas used for advertising; and signs
attached to or painted on vehicles parked and visible from the publieofigldy, unless
said vehicle is used in the normal dayday opeations of the business or unless the
vehicle displays a noncommercial message.

431.Temporary UsesUses that are needed or are in place for only short periods of time.

432.Tent Any temporary structure or enclosure, the roof of which orlwadé&or more of the
sides are constructed of silk, cotton, canvas, fabric, or a similar pliable material.

433.Theater, Drivein: An open lot or part thereof, with its appurtenant facilities, devoted
primarily to the showing of moving pictures on a paid admission basis, to pazatesl
in automobiles.

434.Theater, Indoor: A building or part of a building devoted to showing motion pictures, or
for dramatic, dance, musical, or other live performances.

435.Tire Recapping:A place where the principle purpose is the retreading or recapfiings.

436.Tobacco Processing or Treatmerk building where the treatment or process of tobacco
is performed to convert the tobacco into a marketable product.

437.Tourist home:A dwelling in which overnight accommodations are offered or provided for
transiem guests for compensation.

438.Towin Lots: A commercial lot to which any motorized vehicle is towed and stored for a
specified storage fee, and no substantial work is performed on such vehicle.

439.Townhouses:A onefamily dwelling unit, with a private entrancevhich is part of a
structure whose dwelling units are attached horizontally in a linear arrangement, and
having a totally exposed front and rear wall to be used for access, light, and ventilation, not
transient in nature.

440.Trailer Coach, House or HomeSee "mobile home."

441 Transient: Any visitor or person who owns, rents, or uses a lodging or dwelling unit, or
portion thereof, for less than 30 days and whose permanent address for legal purposes is
not the lodging or dwelling unit occupied by the visitor.

442 Travel EasementThe right granted by the owner of land to another party, by deed, or
prescription, to allow access across one parcel of land to another.
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443.Travel Lanes:That part of the roadway provided for the movement of vehicles, exclusive
of shouldersand auxiliary lands.

444 Tree, Ornamental or UnderstoryA small to medium tree, growing fifteen (15) feet to
forty (40) feet at maturity often used for aesthetic purposes such as colorful flowers,
interesting bark, or fall foliage. Understory trees must e ifor planting under or near
overhead utility lines.

445 Tree Preservation PlanA plan to preserve existing trees on a site for the purpose of
receiving tree credits.

446.Tree Protection ZoneThe area around a tree corresponding to the drip line or ten (10)
feet, whichever is greater, in all directions from the trunk.

447 Tree, Shade or CanopyA large tree growing to over forty (40) feet in height at maturity,
usually deciduous, planted to provide canopy cover shade.

448.Truck Service:See Bus or Truck Service.

449 University: See College.

450.Upholstery Cleaning:See Carpet and Upholstery Cleaning.

451.Use: A use is the purpose for which land or building and structures thereon are designed,
arranged, or intended to be used, occupied, or maintained.

452 Usable Road FrontageThe portion of the lot, tract or parcel of land that abuts a public
right-of-way, dedicated permanent easement or travel easement from which vehicular
access shall be obtained.

453.Utility Substations: Any aboveground structure, except an antenna or utilitg pad
associated appurtenances, which a provider constructs, erects, or places on a site, and is
attached or affixed to something having a permanent location on or under the ground which
is used to provide its services to customers

454 Variance:A modification of the strict application of the provisions of Chapters 1 through
11 of this Title where owing to special conditions a literal enforcement will result in
unnecessary hardship, as determined by the T.C.A. Sectidhi2@3 in accord with
procedures specdd herein.

455 Vehicular Use Areas:All areas subject to vehicular traffic including access ways,
driveways, loading areas, service areas, bicycle lanes and parking stalls for all types of
vehicles. This definition does not include covered parking structmrasnderground
parking lots.

456.Vendor or OpefrAir Market Vendor: All persons or other forms of business entities of
every type and character operating among collections of otheraiperarket vendors for
sales to the public of new and used merchandisellacted marketing centers for sales
from stalls, booths, tables, benches and other similar displays or marketing configurations
and arrangements.

457 Veterinary Clinic: A place where animals or pets are given medical or surgical treatment
and are cared faturing the time of such treatment.

458.Vines: A woody plant that has a spreading pattern of growth. Vines may be used on the
ground, on walls and on trellises.

459 .Violation: means the failure of a structure or other development to be fully compliant with
theprovisions of this Ordinance.

460.Vocational School:A school established to provide for the teaching of industrial, clerical,
managerial, or artistic skills.
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461 Warehouse:A use where goods are received and/or stored for delivery to the ultimate
customer atamote locations.

462 Wash out area:Area where construction machinery may have concrete, or other material
that may be harmful to trees, washed out or off the equipment. This area should be away
from and not drain toward any existing trees.

463 .Waste Transfer Stian: A place or facility where nohazardous waste materials are taken
from a collection vehicle, temporarily stored or stockpiled, and ultimately placed in a
transportation unit for movement to another facility.

464 Waste Water Treatment Plan& facility which operates a sewerage system and sewage
treatment facilities that collect, treat, and dispose of human waste.

465.Water Pump StationA structure for supplying water from a common source or sources.

466 .Water Tank:A structure for the storing of water forauwithin the water supply system.

467 Water Taxi Station:Primary support and ancillary facilities for watssrne transportation
(e.g. commuter ferries, water taxis, hovercraft) or short term excursions (e.g. charter boats,
mini-cruises, sighteeing, gambtig, dining, and entertainment on the water) including but
not limited to: passenger terminals and berthing areas, storage, employee or passenger
parking, administrative functions, ship servicing area, layover berths fueling stations, and
other boat or passiger services.

468 Water Treatment Plant:Systems or structures designed to collect, treat, or distribute
potable water, and includes water wells, treatment plants, reservoirs, and distribution
mains. To also include facilities within the system that caerahe physical, chemical, or
bacteriological quality of the water.

469.Welding Shop:An industrial facility or business involved in fabrication or sculptural
process of joining metals or thermoplastics by heating the materials, molten fillers, or other
process to bond the materials together.

470.Wholesale Distribution:The display, storage, and sale of goods to other firms for resale,
as well as activities involving significant movement and storage of products or equipment.

471.Windmill: A machine for harnessing éhenergy of the wind using sails mounted on a
rotating shatft.

472 Winery: An agricultural processing plant used for the commercial purpose of processing
grapes, other fruit products, or vegetables to produce wine or similar spirdsessing
includes wholsale sales, crushing, fermenting, blending, aging, storage, bottling,
administrative office functions for the winery and warehousiRgtail sales and tasting
facilities of wine and related promotional items may be permitted as part of the winery
operatims.

473 Work ShopA facility used by an individual to perform a specified task.

474 Wrecker ServicesA business involved in towing or transporting wrecked and/or disabled
vehicles from one location to another.

475.Yard: A ground area unoccupied and unobstructedriyportion of a structure from the
ground upward, except where otherwise specifically provided in Chapters 1 through 11 of
this Ordinance.

476.Yard, Front: An open area extending across the full width of the lot between the front lot
line and the nearest Brof the main buildings, other than for a permitted accessory.

477.Yard, Rear: An open area extending across the full width of the lot between the rear lot
line and the nearest line of the main building.
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478.Yard Side: An open area between the side of the |at te nearest line of the principal
building and extending from the front yard to the rear, or in the absence of either of such
yards, to the front or rear lot line, as the case may be. On a corner lot, the side yard adjacent
to any street shall be considd a front yard.

479.Zoning Board: See "Board of Zoning Appeals.”

480.Zoo: An area, building, or structures which contain wild animals on exhibition for viewing
by the public.



CHAPTER 3: ZONE DISTRICTS, USE TABLES

3.1 GENERAL PROVISIONS

The boundaries of zamg and overlay districts established by this Ordinance shall be depicted on
the Official Zoning Map of the City of Clarksville, dated November 10, 2010, hereinafter referred
to as the fAzoning mapo, and i s 1 n.cThe qgffioialat ed
zoning map shall be maintained by the Regional Planning Commission Offitke case of a
guestion concerning the designation of zoning or overlay districts thereon, or the boundaries of the
districts, the districts and their boundargdsall be delineated according to previously adopted
Ordinances delineating those districts and boundaries, and those ordinances are of record in the
offices of the City Clerk and the Regional Planning Commission.

1. Centerlines. Unless otherwise shown, there district boundaries shall be, where
applicable, the center lines of streets, alleys, railroad lines, streams, rivers, or other
watercourses, platted lot lines or other property lines.

2. Uncertainties. In a case of uncertainty, the location of a distsmtindary shall be
determined by the Board of Zoning Appeals.

3. Zoning and Overlay District Lines. Unless specified otherwise by the amending
Ordinance, zoning and overlay district boundaries indicated on the official zoning map
that approximately follow jaitted lot lines or deeded property lines shall be interpreted
as being coincident with those lines.

4. Administrative Mapping Errors. When it is determined that due to an administrative
error, the official zoning map either depicts a zoning district or ayetistrict
boundary which encompasses property that was never intended to be included within
that district or fails to depict property which was intended to be included within that
district boundary, and such determination is supported by official do¢atiwem the
Regional Planning Commissiahall modify the official zoning map to accurately
reflect the proper zone district or overlay district boundary.

The boundary lines of zones affected by vacation of streets or otherofghits/ shall remain at

the center lines of the street or righftway unless the vacation conflicts with a new property line
established by the vacation, in which case the zone boundary line shall follow the new property
line so established.

Areas and territories incorporated infee City of Clarksville are and will retain the zoning
classification assigned to these areas by the Board of County Commissioners of Montgomery
County, Tennessee, until and unless rezoned by Ordinance of the City of Clarksville.

The ClarksvilleMontgomey County Regional Planning Commission created pursuant to Section
13-3-101, Tennessee Code Annotated, is hereby designated as the City's Planning Commission.
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No proposed plat of any new subdivision of land shall hereafter be considered for approval by the
ClarksvilleMontgomery County Regional Planning Commission unless the lots within the plat
equal or exceed the minimum requirements specified in this Ordinance.

3.3 ZONING DISTRICTS DESCRIBED

3.3.1 AGAGRICULTURAL DISTRICT

The purpose of the AG Agricultural District is to provide for the proper utilization of those lands
best suited for the production of agricultural products such as fiefts clivestock, and other
conventional agricultural activities. This district is also appropriate within environmentally
sensitive areas such as floodplains and steep sl&jo®s density residential uses are allowed in
areas where adequate infrastrucigravailable to support such development.

3.3.2 AGCAGRICULTURAL COMMERCIAL DISTRICT

The purpose of the AGC Agricultural Commercial District is to provide for the proper utilization
of those lands suited for commercial purposes in a rural agricultutiaigséthis district is not
intended to permit major commercial establishments, but rather individual proprietary stores or
uses that are convenient and compatible to the surrounding area.

3.3.3 E1 - SINGLEFAMILY RESIDENTIAL DISTRICT

The purpose of the -E SingleFamily Estate District is to provide for ledensity detached
residential development on large lots containing one acre or more in order to ensure compatibility
of new development with surrounding lafige neighborhoodslts purpose is also tagvide for

the protection of environmentally sensitive areas such as floodplains and steep slopes.

3.3.4 R1 7 SINGLEFAMILY RESIDENTIAL DISTRICT

This district is intended to provide for Singfamily Residential areas with relatively low
population densiés. Additional uses, permitted upon review of the Board of Zoning Appeals,
include uses and facilities normally required to provide the basic elements of a balanced and
attractive residential area. These areas are intended to be defined and protectéage from
encroachment of uses not performing a function necessary to the residential environment.
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3.3.5R1A, R2, R2A 7 SINGLE FAMILY RESIDENTIAL DISTRICTS

These districts are intended to permit the development and maintenance of low-dersgi
singlefamily residences and appropriate accessory uses in areas that have suitable physical
characteristics, where adequate infrastructure is or can be made available, and have adequate street
access.Sufficient urban services and facilities, including sanitawer, should be available or
provided concurrent with development.

3.3.6 RM1 7z SINGLE FAMILY MOBILE HOME RESIDENTIAL DISTRICT

The RM1 SingleFamily Mobile Home Residential District is intended to provide for platted
singlefamily mobile home residentigubdivisions, as regulated by the ClarksvMentgomery

County Subdivision Regulations. It is further intended to enable mobile home residents to establish
themselves in a similar land use pattern as conventional housing subdivisions. This digdtict is n
intended to provide for mobile homes on individual, unplatted parcels of land. Recognizing the
unigue qualities and characteristics of mobile homes, caution should be exercised to prevent the
mixing of conventional housing within the mobile home sulsivis.

3.3.7 R2D 7 TWO-FAMILY RESIDENTIAL DISTRICT

The R2D Two-Family Residential District is intended to permit the development of medium
density, twefamily duplexes, on individual lots, in areas where maintaining a mixture of housing
types is desirabl

3.3.8 R3Z THREEFAMILY RESIDENTIAL DISTRICT

The R3 ThreeFamily Residential District is intended to provide for residential areas of medium
population density, using thrdamily attached housing on individual lots, in areas where
maintaining a mixtte of housing types is desirable.

3.3.9 R4 Z MULTIPLE FAMILY RESIDENTIAL DISTRICT

The R4 Multiple-Family Residential District is intended to promote and encourage the
establishment and maintenance of a suitable environment for urban residence intaobalsy w
location and character are appropriate for occupancy, by high density midtiplg dwellings

and related facilities. At the same time, this district is intended to provide standards for this type
of residential development to prevent overcrowgdimnaffic congestion, and overloading of public
utilities. This district is intended to be utilized on higher classifications of streets close to mass
transit, retail services, and/or employment opportunities.

3.3.10 R5 7 RESIDENTIAL DISTRICT

The R5 Residential District is designed to provide for the development of townhouses, row
houses, or other common wall residential buildings in a manner which is attractive, efficient, and
compatible with surrounding developmetht. order to encourage owner ocamgy, it is also the

intent of this district that the underlying real estate be divided into smaller parcels so that each unit
can, along with the unitsnderlyingpr operty, be i ndividually sold
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basis as condominiumsaAdditiond common open space will be owned and maintained by the
individual unit owners within the development.

3.3.117 R-6 - SINGLE FAMILY DISTRICT

The purpose of the B Single Family Infill District is to provide for higtensity detached
residential developménThis district should have access to existing infrastructure and other
residentialsupportive uses such as, mass transit and retail services. All properties, lots, tracts or
parcels in this district shall have frontage on a dedicated publicafghty and access to public
sanitary sewers and a public potable water supply. This district is limited to geographical areas
within the city of Clarksville where tracts of land exist in areas suitable for redevelopment or have
environmental constraints.

3.3.12 PUDz PLANNED UNIT DEVELOPMENT DISTRICT

The purpose of the PUD Planned Unit Developmentridisis to provide the framework for
creating more desirable living environments. This is accomplished by applying, through a
professionally prepared comprehensive development plan, flexible and diverse standards to land
development. The intent of the pleed unit development district is to encourage new and
improved techniques which will result in superior living arrangements with lasting value. It is
further intended that such a concept will prometenomiadevelopment and maintenance of land

and streeaind utility networks, while utilizing building groupings that provide for privacy, usable
and attractive open spaces, safe circulation of vehicles and pedestrians, and the getisiaigvell

of inhabitants.

3.3.13 MHPz MOBILE HOME PARK DISTRICT

The purpse of the MHP Mobile Home Park District and the regulations and standards contained
herein are to establish a zoning category which will permit mbbiteesto be located in mobile

home parks specifically designed and set aside therefore and to ensumelihathome parks
develop in locations and in accordance with specific design criteria to assure harmonious
development both within the mobile home park and with other zone districts.

3.3.14 MLUDz MIXED LAND USE DISTRICT

The purpose of the MLUD Mixed LarJse District is to create pedestrian oriented neighborhoods,
to increase opportunities for infill housing, and to encourage new housing with retail, office,
restaurants and public entertainment that is less automobile depenberistrict is intendetb
promote flexibility in design and planned diversification in relationships between the location of,
and types of uses and structurdsis is accomplished by applying a professionally prepared
comprehensive development plan, and to promote the adesnté site planning for community
development through the efficient use of land, facilitating a more economic arrangement of
buildings, circulation systems, land uses, and utilities.
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3.3.15ICZ INSTITUTIONAL/CIVIC DISTRICT

The purpose of the IC Institotal/Civic District is to accommodate cultural, civic, educational,
guastpublic, medical and institutional uses as well as recreational facilities, and governmental
operations that may have a substantial land use impact or-fgafferating potentialThe district

is intended to preserve the character and quality of surrounding neighborhoods with development
that is compatible in scale, appearance, and other relevant features, with surrounding development.

3.3.16 7 OFFICE DISTRICT

The purpose of the -Q Office District is to provide areas for general, professional and business
offices and related activities at various scales and levels of intefl$igse areas may provide
neighborhood services immediately adjacent to residential areas or for useatef grensity
located along major street corridors.

3.3.17 OPz OFFICE/PROFESSIONAL DISTRICT

The purpose of the OP Office/Professional District is to provide a low intensity office and
professional area for appropriate locations, and a transitional ztwedn residential and more
intense commercial areaBermitted uses are those which tend to attract small numbers of people
and generate lower volumes of traffitess building bulk is permitted and more open space is
required.

3.3.18 CBDz CENTRAL BUSIESS DISTRICT

The CBD Central Business District, with complementary office and related uses, forms the center
for commercial, residential, financial, professional, governmental, and cultural
activities. Pedestriaroriented uses are encouraged, while usdated to automobiles and
vehicular traffic are discouraged.

3.3.19G1 zNEIGHBORHOOD COMMERCIAL DISTRICT

The G1 Neighborhood Commercial District is intended to provide areas for groups of small
establishments designed and intended to serve the fremadator service needs of residents
within convenient traveling distance. This district is not intended to permit major commercial or
service establishments, but rather individual clustered proprietary stores that are convenient and
compatible to the susunding residential neighborhood.

3.3.20 G2 7 GENERAL COMMERCIAL DISTRICT

The G2 General Commercial District is for personal and business serweseral and
professional offices, multiple family dwellings (including apartments and townhcarsggeeral

retail business. Districts in this category are intended to include areas where commercial
development has displaced or is displacing residential development, or is moving in on vacant
lands. This section is designed to guide future change so a&sty\® the carrying capacity of the
streets and to provide for eftreet parking and loading. It is not the intent of this district to
encourage the extension of existing strip commercial areas, but rather to provide concentrations of
general commercialcévities.
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3.3.21 G3 7 REGIONAL SHOPPING CENTER DISTRICT

The G3 Regional Shopping Center District is intended to provide for a unified grouping in one or
more buildings of retail shops and stores that provide goods and services for more than one
neighbahood. Such a center is to be developed as a unit with adequateeetf parking for
customers and employees, and with appropriate landscaping and screening materials.

3.3.22 G4 7 HIGHWAY INTERCHANGE DISTRICT

The G4 Highway Interchange District is dgeed to provide highwaypriented services at
interstate highway interchanges, while avoiding traffic conflicts and incompatible land use
mixtures often associated with this type of commercial development. The regulations for this
district are intended te@ncourage development compatible with surrounding districts, with
suitable, landscaping and parking areas. The district is intended primarily for automobile and other
vehicular service establishments, transient sleeping accommodations, and eating and drink
establishments.

3.3.23 7 G5 HIGHWAY AND ARTERIAL COMMERCIAL DISTRICT

The G5 Highway and Arterial Commercial District is intended to provide areas in which the
principal use of land is devoted to commercial establishments which cater specificathjoro
vehicleoriented trade. It is further intended to provide appropriate space and sufficient depth from
the street to provide for the orderly development and concentration of appropriate highway and
arterial commercial uses at suitable locations,tar@hcourage the clustered development of such
uses to minimize traffic hazards and interference with other uses in the vicinity, rather than to
encourage the spread of strip commercial development.

3.3.24 7 M-1 LIGHT INDUSTRIAL DISTRICT

The M1 Light Induwstrial District is established to provide areas in which the principal use of land

is for light manufacturing and assembly plants, processing, storage, warehousing, wholesaling,
and distribution. It is the intent that permitted uses are conducted sodsiapithe noise, odor,

dust, and glare of each operation is confined within an enclosed building. These industries may
require direct access to rail or street transportation routes; however, the size and volume of the raw
materials and finished productsvolved should not produce the volume of freight generated by
uses of the heavy industrial district. These regulations are intended to prevent friction between
uses within the district and also between adjoining commercial or residential uses.

3.3.25 7 M-2 GENERAL INDUSTRIAL DISTRICT

The M2 General Industrial District is established to provide areas in which the principal use of
the land is for manufacturing, and other heavy industrial uses that could possibly have an adverse
effect on surrounding propertpuch uses are not properly associated with nor compatible with
residential, institutional, retail business, or light industrial ugessuch, these uses are intended

to be confined to a specific location or area where their existence will not advaftesly
surrounding uses.

In any required front yard, except as provided in paragraph (A) above, no fence,
wall, hedge, or yard ornament shall be permitted which materiallydegpeision
across such yard above the height of three andhalfi€3 1/2) feet.

4. The following is to clarify certain conditions pertaining to the use of lots and access points

A.

F.

In residential districts, if forty (40) percent more of the lots on one sitteeaftreet
between two (2) intersecting streets are improved with buildings that have (with a
variation of five (5) feet or less) a front yard greater or lesser in depth than herein
required, new buildings shall not be erected closer to the street Anethle
minimum setback so established by existing buildings; but this regulation shall not
require a front yard of greater than fifty (50) feet.

Double frontage or through lots shall provide the required front yard setbacks along
both streets.

Corner lotsshall have additional width sufficient to provide equal building setback
lines from front and side streets. However, residentially zoned corner lots shall
provide any increased front yard setback required along state or federal highways,
but may provide tb normal front yard setback as stated within their respective
sections from intersecting local streets. All buildings located on corner lots shall
provide a front and side yard setback only.

. Accessory buildings shall not be located in any required yard.

Except where greater front yard setbacks are specified in other chapters of this
Ordinance, all new structures shall be set back from all government maintained
roads and highways a minimum distance as follows, the term "structures" being
defined elsewhere:

I.  Where property adjoins a state or federal highway, the setback shall be at
least one hundred (100) feet from the center line of the existingaight
way, or at least fifty (50) feet from the existing near rghtvay line,
whichever provides the greatatisack from the highway.

Il.  With the exception of the CBD, MLUD and the PUD districts, where
property adjoins a road maintained solely by the City, the setback shall be
at least sixty (60) feet from the center line of the existing City-adtay,
or at leat forty (40) feet from the existing near righftway line, whichever
provides the greater setback from the City maintained road or highway.
Front yard setbacks in the CBD, MLUD and PUD shall be controlled by
setbacks as stated within their respectivéices.

. With the exception of highways or roads as described in Subparaghaphs (
and (1) above, in RL Single Family Residential Districts,-BA Single
Family Residential Districts, RM Single Family Mobile Home
Residential Districts, R and R2A SingleFamily Residential Districts, the
following setbacks shall apply: Structures on property which adjoin a
highway or road which has been dedicated through the subdivision process
and approved by the Regional Planning Commission shall have a front yard
minimum setback line of thirty (30) feet from the existing near rafhvay
line.

During any public function, festival, street fair or other similar celebration

conducted pursuant to Sectionl602 of the City Code, that area of any

governmenimaintained roadr highway which has been closed to traffic for the



event shall not be included in calculating the setbacks required by this title.
Additionally, setback requirements off of Riverside Drive shall not apply during
any such function held at McGregor Parkaory other portion of thRiver Walk
provided, however, that no structure shall be located in such proximity to Riverside
Drive so as to create a safety hazard.

G. Greater setbacks may be required in order to meet the requirements of Chapter 7,
Landscape, Biéring and Screening Requirements. In such cases, the greater of the
two will prevail and take precedence.

Central Business District Exceptions:

1. Front yard:

A. On parcels where structures existed prior to January 22, 1999, structures may be
built to the font property line or to the near edge of any existing sidewalk which
frontedthe property on the above date, whichever provides for the greater setback.

B. On parcels where structures did not exist prior to January 22, 1999, the front setback
shall be the grater of the following:

l.  The front property line.
II.  The near edge of any existing sidewalk, or
[ll.  Eight (8) feet from the top of the vertical face of the street side of any
existing curb, or if curbs do not exist, from the near edge of existing street
pavement.

R-6 Single Family District Additional Exceptions:

Exceptions in addition to those applicable to all Zoning Districts:

1. If rear access is provided with two (2) afreet parking spaces, the front yard setback
may be reduced to zero (0) provided yard sios listed above do not encroach into
the sidewalk or public utility and drainage easements.

2. Where the intersection is controlled by a stop sign or traffic signal, the City Street
Department may reduce the clear sight distance vision triangle requisefoettie
front yard and street side yard.

4.1.2 HEIGHT EXCEPTIONS

The following requirements are intended to provide exceptions or qualify and supplement the
specific regulations set forth in this Ordinance. None of these exceptions, however, shatl apply
the Airport Overlay District.

1. In measuring heights, a basement or attic shall be counted as a story.
2. The following structures or parts thereof are hereby exempt from the height limitations set
forth in the zoning districts:
A. Agricultural buildings, barnssilos, windmills, but not including dwellings.
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B. Chimneys, smokestacks, spires, flagpoles, ventilators, skylights, derricks,
conveyors, and cooling towers.
C. Cellular towers, radio and television antennae and towers, observation towers, and
power transmissiotowers directly related or accessory to governmental operations
or commercial businesses and broadcasting or television stations.
D. Water tanks and standpipes.
E. Other similar and necessary mechanical appurtenances pertaining to and necessary
to the permittd uses of the districts in which they are located.
3. Churches, schools, hospitals, sanitariums, and other public buildings may exceed the height
limitations of the district if the minimum depth of the front, side, and rear yards required
in the district is mcreased one (1) foot for each two (2) feet by which the height of such
public or semipublic structure exceeds the prescribed height limit
4. Notwithstanding the exceptions provided in this section, height regulations contained in
the airport district must beomplied with by all structures and buildings.
5. Exceptions to the height limitations required in the various zone districts may be granted
by the Board of Zoning Appeals upon formal review and approval of specific design plans.

4.1.3 AREA REQUIREMENTS FQRTS WITHOUT SANITARY SEWER

For those areas not served by a sanitary sewer system, the lot area requirements shall be determined
by the Division of Ground Water, but in no case shall be less than the minimum area required in
the district in which it is loated.

4.2 MINIMUM FRONTAGE REQUIREMENTS

4.2.1 MINIMUM FRONTAGE REQUIREMENTS

1. No Building shall be erected on any lot unless one of the following criteria are met:

A. The street giving access to the lot has received the legal status of a public street
prior tothat time;

B. The street corresponds in its location and lines with a street as shown on a
subdivision plat approved by the ClarksviMontgomery County Regional
Planning Commission, or a street plat made and adopted by the Regional Planning
Commission;

C. Thelot fronts along a permanent easement which conforms to all rules, regulations
and specifications applicable to said permanent easement as controlled by the
Subdivision Regulations for Clarksville and Montgomery Cousych permanent
easement shall haaecess to an existing public street and shall have been approved
by the Regional Planning Commission;

D. Travel Easements may be utilized within the following zoning classifications: IC,
O-1, G1, G2, G3, G4, G5, M-1 and M2. The travel easement shall pkatted
and approved by the Regional Planning Commission in accordance with the
adopted Subdivision Regulations for Clarksville and Montgomery County.

I.  The Planning Commission staff shall consider such factors as circulation
(vehicular and pedestrian), &ss, ingress and egress, parking, as well as
maintenance of said easement and other subdivision and zoning
requirements of any lots(s) affected by said easement(s). The Planning
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Director shall have the authorization to determine whether such travel
easemetnmay be utilized within a development.
Il.  The parcels involved in the easement agreement shall be served internally
by a common parking lot, no parking shall be allowed in said easement.
lll.  Site plan shall be submitted prior to, or concurrently with the pipttirots
being served by said travel easement.
IV.  Alltravel easements shall have direct usable access to a publofrghly.
2. The above required frontage shall be usable as driveway access to the lot.
3. The required minimum road frontage width shall be a@ied the entire distance from
the road/access point to the building site of each lot.

4.3 FIRE RATING FOR EXTERIOR WALLS

Exterior walls of any structure used for residential purposes, located within eight (8) feet or less

from any property line, shallkae a water / fire resistant gypsunm
Type X (or equivalent) on the outside of the exterior walhis wall board will serve as an
underlayment for the exterior siding materitllomes that have continuous exterior soffits shall

have the wall board run continuous to the roof deck with fire blocking and be sealed against the
deck to prevent the movement of air into the attic sp&ahle end vents are prohibitedll other

ventilation requirements shall meet the current adopteldiBgiCode. These requirements apply
notwithstanding any provision of the current adopted Building Code to the contfariances

from this Section shall not be granted by the Board of Zoning Appeals.
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CHAPTER 5: LAND USE DEVELOPMENT
STANDARDS AND PROCEDURES

5.1 STANDARDS FOR USES PERMITTED WITH CONDITIONS (PC)

Uses Permitted with Conditions are designated on the Zoning District Land Use Table as (PC).
The following sections will provide criteria for uses permitted with conditions in each zone. The
criteria may be reviewed through several processes including but not limited to Site Review, Staff
Level Review, and/or review by the Building Official. Once approved through the appropriate
process, and a determination has been made that the proposallhotlets eequirements of this
Ordinance, then the use shall be deemed permitted.

5.1.1 AGRICULTURAL USES PERMITTED WITH CONDITIONS (PC)

Subject to the procedures outlined in Chapter S2tocedures For Uses Permitted With
Conditions, the applicant also stumeet the following requirements:

Agricultural Retail:

1. Only farm products grown on the premises and other related products may be offered for
sale. The joint use of farm stands by multiple producers is allowed.

2. The retail activity shall be subordinatethe agricultural activity osite.

3. Adequate parking shall be provided on the site which the retail activity is being conducted.

Agricultural Uses (Customary):

1. No part of any building and/or structure in which animals are housed shall be closer than
two hundred (200) feet from any property line.

2. All livestock shall be enclosed by appropriate fencing.

3. Beekeeping activities shall be conducted in accordance and in compliance with state law
of general application, to include regulations promulgated by theeBsee Department of

Agricul tur e, including the AHoney Bee Best
the Tennessee Department of Agriculture (Apiary Section) as may be amended from time

to time.

Fish Farm:

1. Onssite consumption of products raisedoooduced on the farms prohibited.
2. One structure not to exceed fifteen hundred (1500) square feet is permitted for this use.
3. Adequate parking shall be provided on the site.
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Riding Academy/Commercial Stable:

1. No part of any riding ring, building aral/ structure in which animals are housed shall be
closer than two hundred (200) feet from any property line.

2. All horses shall be enclosed by appropriate fencing.

3. A minimum of five (5) acres shall be required.

Roadside Stands:

1. Roadside stands offering feale farm products grown on the premises and other related
products are allowed, provided that adequate parking spaces are provided and no traffic
hazards are created.

5.1.2 COMMERCIAL USES PERMITTED WITH CONDITIONS (PC)

Subject to the procedures outlinedChapter 5.1:Procedures For Uses Permitted With
Conditions, the applicant also must meet the following requirements:

Adult Oriented Establishments:

1. Adult-oriented business establishments, as defined in Section 2.2 of this Ordinance shall
be subject tahe following additional restrictions:

A. No adultoriented establishment shall be operated or maintained in the city within
fifteen hundred (1,500) feet, measured from property line to property line, of a
school, church, public recreation facility, or dayefacility.

B. No adultoriented establishment shall be operated or maintained in the city within
one thousand (1,000) feet, measured from property line to property line, of a
boundary of a zoning district which allows residential uses or a lot devoted to
residential use.

C. No adultoriented business establishment shall be operated or maintained in the city
within one thousand (1,000) feet, measured from property line to property line, of
another adulbriented business establishment.

Animal Shelter:

All animas shall be kept inside soundproof-aonditioned buildings.

No outdoor kennels are permitted.

No part of any building or structure in which animals are housed shall be closer than two
hundred and fifty (250) feet from any residential zone district atrictispermitting
residential uses.
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Assembly/Civic Hall: (Planned Unit Development PUD)

Neighborhood activities may include limited uses as specifically limited below:

. No Assembly/Civic Hall shall be permitted within any PUD containing fewer than two
hurdred (200) dwelling units.

. Any Assembly/Civic Hall must be designed as an integral part of the development; external
advertising or other characteristics which would alter the residential scenic quality, noise
level, or traffic load shall not be permitted.

. Any Assembly/Civic Hall must be for the exclusive use and convenience of residents of
the development and their guests.

Child Care Facility: (Industrial)

To serve employees of the industrial uses located on the lot or within an Industrial Park.
In industial zone districts where the property in question is adjacent to a residential district
or district allowing residential uses, the side and rear yard setback requirements of the
adjoining zone district shall apply.

Child Care Facility: (Planned Unit Develgpment)

. Not permitted within any PUD development containing fewer than two hundred (200)
dwelling units.

. Facility must be designed as an integral part of the development; external advertising or
other characteristics which would alter the residential sapratity, noise level, or traffic
level shall not be permitted.

. Must be for the exclusive use and convenience for the residents of the development and
their guests.

Convenience Store:

. Gas pumps are prohibited within this zoning district.

Drive-Through Win dow Service:

. Drive-Through lane shall be designed so that it does not restrict the flow of traffic entering
or within the parking lot.

. Adequate automobile stacking spaces are required on site and shall be arranged so that no
vehicle stacking area shallusee automobiles to queue within public righfsvay.

. Drive-Through windows and lanes shall be located to the side or rear of the structure.

Flea/Open Air Markets:

. Each operair market shall provide bathroom facilities in accordance with the most recent
adopted Standard Plumbing Code for mercantile occupancies. (Calculations shall be made
using the gross square footage of the sales area as designated on the site plan.)

. Permanent bathroom facilities shall be provided.
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No person, including but not limited topenair market promoter, operator, owner,
employee, manager or vendor, shall be allowed to camp or reside overnight with or without
a recreational vehicle, tent, vehicle or other structure at anaperarket, except that the
owner may allow no more @m two (2) overnight security personnel who may be either the
owner or agent of the owner.

All sales areas shall be permanently covered by a roof and completely floored by a concrete
floor of minimum thickness of four (4) inches, except that sales shalllbeed from

sheds, stalls, or booths which have been approved by the Building and Codes Department
and meet the minimum requirements of the standard codes. All such structures shall require
building permits and inspections by the city, the same as lier abnstruction. No sales

shall take place outside the designated sales area.

All openair markets shall be conducted entirely within an area, which is screened, by
natural objects, plantings, fences, or other appropriate means. Screening shall be a
minimum of seven (7) feet in height.

All signs must be permitted in accordance with the Zoning Ordinance of the City of
Clarksville.

All temporary tents and shelters shall require placement permits and inspections.

All booths and stalls shall meet the minimustbscks as set forth in the Zoning Ordinance,
except that the Board of Zoning Appeals can approve variances where applicable.

Grocery Store/Supermarket:

. Grocery stores up to three thousand (3,000) square feet including specialty food stores such

as bakey goods, delicatessens, meat markets, and quick shops are allowed.

Kennel, Breeding:

All animals shall be kept inside soundproof@anditioned buildings.

No outdoor kennels are permitted.

No part of any building or structure in which animals areskedushall be closer than two
hundred and fifty (250) feet from any residential zone district or district permitting
residential uses.

Kennel, Boarding:

All animals shall be kept inside soundproof@anditioned buildings.

Outdoor runs are permitted.

No part of any building or structure in which animals are housed shall be closer than two
hundred and fifty (250) feet from any residential zone district or district permitting
residential uses.

Meat/Fish Market:

Each establishment shall be limited toeth thousand (3,000) square feet.

Repair Services:

Engine repair is prohibited within this zoning district.



Restaurant/Fast Food:

1. Drive through windows are prohibited within this zoning district.
Retail: (Planned Unit Development PUD)

1. Neighborhood ammercial activities may include limited convenience commercial uses as
specifically limited below:

A. No commercial activities are permitted within any PUD containing fewer than two
hundred (200) dwelling units.

B. Any commercial facility must be designed asiategral part of the development;
external advertising or other characteristics which would alter the residential scenic
guality, noise level, or traffic load shall not be permitted.

C. Any commercial facility authorized must be for the exclusive use anceoence
of residents of the development and their guests.

Retail: (Neighborhood Commercial District C-1)
1. Retail establishments containing up to five thousand (5,000) square feet are allowed.
Retail: (Light and General Industrial District M -1 and M-2)

1. Retail establishments are allowed for the sale of goods that are manufactured on the
premises and the work is done within the building located on the premises.

Tire Recapping:

1. This use shall be so conducted that noise, vibration, dust, odor, and alllp#otiooable
factors shall be reduced to the extent that there will be no annoyance to persons outside the
premises.

2. Such use shall not be located within fifty (50) feet of any residential zone district or district
permitting residential uses.

3. All storageand work shall be conducted within an enclosed building.

Tow-in Lots:

1. Such vehicles shall not be stored on the lot for more than ninety (90) Akysiclaimed
vehicles will be granted additional storage time with applicable documentation from the
state,and the owner or operator of the facility shall maintain a register listing the owner of
each vehicle, date of arrival and date of departure, and description (year, make, VIN). The
register shall at all times be kept open for the inspection and examitgtiauthorized
persons such as police, insurance investigators, and city officials.

2. Dismantling or demolition of said vehicles for the salvage of parts is not permitted on the
lot.



3. The storage and parking lot for all such vehicles shall be screened fir@iteoview by
placement in an enclosed building or behind a wall or fence at least six (6) feet in height.
Barbed wire may be added to the top of such fencing, pursuant to Sec2®3 bd the
City Code.Any chain link fence used to satisfy the requiesits of this subsection shall
containslats of at least oa®urth (1/4) inch thick, which shall be installed over no less
than twethirds 2/3 of the surface area of the ferlats shall be made of plastic, vinyl, or
metal. Natural objects such as tre@sother plantings may also be used to satisfy the
screening requirements, as shosvnanapproved Landscag@an. Fences and screening
shall be maintained in good condition. Up to one hundred twaght (128) square feet
of fence area in a single logati may remain unscreened for security purposes.

4. All tow-in lots in existence upon the effective date of the ordinance from which this section
derives shall have ninety (90) days from that date to be in compliance with all provisions
contained herein.

Wrecker Service:

1. Storage of vehiclesSuch vehicles shall not be stored on the lot for more than ninety (90)
days and then all unclaimed vehicles will be granted additional storage time with applicable
documentation from the stat&’he owner or operator ohé facility shall maintain a
register listing the owner of each vehicle, date of arrival and date of departure, and
description (year, make, and VIN)he register shall at all times be kept open for the
inspection and examination by authorized persard) as police, insurance investigators,
and city officials. Dismantling or demolition of said vehicles for the salvage of parts is not
permitted on the lot.

2. Location. This use shall not be located within five hundred (500) feet from any residential
zonedistrict or district permitting residential use.

3. Screening.All outdoor storage shall be conducted entirely within an area which is screened
by natural objects, plantings, fences, or other appropriate means so as not to be visible from
the main traveledyblic rightsof-way, or they shall otherwise be removed from sight.

4. Storage outside such screening is expressly prohibited. Such screening shall be properly
maintained and in good condition.

5. Dismantling or demolition of vehicles for the salvage of partsot permitted on the lot.

Winery:

1. The following activities are permitted with this use:
A. Growing and harvesting grapes and other products suitable for wine processing and
bottling of grapes and grape products produced on the premises is allowed.
B. Processig and bottling of grapes and grape products produced off premise is
prohibited.
Sale of wine produced on the premises for off premise consumption.
Sale of merchandise related to wine or the winery.
Wine tasting involving serving wine to the public for fhepose of sampling the
wine produced on the premises.
Special events such as weddings, dances, and other social occasions associated with
the winery.
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5.1.3 INDUSTRIAL USES PERMITTED WITH CONDITIONS (PC)

Subject to the procedures outlined in Chapter SProcedures For Uses Permitted With
Conditions, the applicant also must meet the following requirements:
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Aircraft Parts Manufacture:

The manufacturing, fabricating, processing, or assembling processes shall not create any
danger to health or safety in saunding areas, and shall not create any objectionable noise,
vibration, smoke, dust, odor, heat, and/or glare.

All storage and work shall be conducted within an enclosed building.

Unless specifically authorized no items shall be displayed outside éolesale, gift and/or
promotional purposes.

Alcohol Distillery, Small:

Consumption of alcoholic beverage not produced on site shall be prohibited.
The following activities are permitted with this use:

A. Growing, harvesting and other products suitable forcgssing and bottling
products produced on the premisesallowed.
Processing and bottling of products produced off premise is prohibited.
Sale of alcohol produced on the premises for off premise consumption.
Sale of merchandise related to alcohol ordiséllery.
Tastings involving serving to the public for the purpose of sampling the alcohol
produced on the premises.
Special events such as weddings, dances, and other social occasions associated with
the distillery.
Structures related to manufacturirigfage of components and/or finished product shall be
setback a minimum of twbundred (200) feet from any side and/or rear property line.
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Automobile Parts Manufacture:

The manufacturing, fabricating, processing, or assembling processes shall notrgreate a
danger to health or safety in surrounding areas, and shall not create any objectionable noise,
vibration, smoke, dust, odor, heat, and/or glare.

All storage and work shall be conducted within an enclosed building.

Unless specifically authorized no itestgall be displayed outside for sdlease, gift and/or
promotional purposes.

Awning Manufacture, Cloth, Metal and Wood:

The manufacturing, fabricating, processing, or assembling processes shall not create any
danger to health or safety in surroundingge, and shall not create any objectionable noise,
vibration, smoke, dust, odor, heat, and/or glare.

All storage and work shall be conducted within an enclosed building.
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Unless specifically authorized no items shall be displayed outside folesale, gt and/or
promotional purposes.

Brewery, Micro:

Consumption of alcoholic beverage not produced on site shall be prohibited.
The following activities are permitted with this use:

A. Growing, harvesting and other products suitable for processing and bottling
products produced on the premiseeallowed.
Processing and bottling of products produced off premise is prohibited.
Sale of alcohol produced on the premises for off premise consumption.
Sale of merchandise related to alcohol or the distillery.
Tastings iwolving serving to the public for the purpose of sampling the alcohol
produced on the premises.
Special events such as weddings, dances, and other social occasions associated with
the distillery.
Structures related to manufacturing/storage of componetsrdmished product shall be
setback a minimum of twbundred (200) feet from any side and/or rear property line.
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Cabinet and Countertop Manufacturing:

. The manufacturing, fabricating, processing, or assembling processes shall not create any

danger to halth or safety in surrounding areas, and shall not create any objectionable noise,
vibration, smoke, dust, odor, heat, and/or glare.

All storage and work shall be conducted within an enclosed building.

Unless specifically authorized no items shall be digpdl outside for salégase, gift and/or
promotional purposes.

Clothing Manufacture:

The manufacturing, fabricating, processing, or assembling processes shall not create any
danger to health or safety in surrounding areas, and shall not create angmddpeinoise,
vibration, smoke, dust, odor, heat, and/or glare.

All storage and work shall be conducted within an enclosed building.

Unless specifically authorized no items shall be displayed outside folesale, gift and/or
promotional purposes.

Congruction Contractor with Storage Yard:

Screening.All outdoor storage in construction storage yards shall be conducted entirely
within an area which is screened by natural objects, plantings, fences, or other appropriate
means so as not to be visiblerfraghe main traveled roads or way of the system, or they
shall otherwise be removed from sight.

Storage outside such screening is expressly prohibited.

Such screening shall be properly maintained in good condition.
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Custom Manufacturing:

The manufacturingfabricating, processing, or assembling processes shall not create any
danger to health or safety in surrounding areas, and shall not create any objectionable noise,
vibration, smoke, dust, odor, heat, and/or glare.

All storage and work shall be conducteiihm an enclosed building.

Unless specifically authorized no items shall be displayed outside folesade, gift and/or
promotional purposes.

Electro Plating Establishment:

The manufacturing, fabricating, processing, or assembling processes sladatetany

danger to health or safety in surrounding areas, and shall not create any objectionable noise,
vibration, smoke, dust, odor, heat, and/or glare.

All storage and work shall be conducted within an enclosed building.

Unless specifically authorizew items shall be displayed outside for skdase, gift and/or
promotional purposes.

Enameling and Painting Establishment:

The manufacturing, fabricating, processing, or assembling processes shall not create any
danger to health or safety in surroundamgas, and shall not create any objectionable noise,
vibration, smoke, dust, odor, heat, and/or glare.

All storage and work shall be conducted within an enclosed building.

Unless specifically authorized no items shall be displayed outside folesalegift and/or
promotional purposes.

Engraving Plant:

The manufacturing, fabricating, processing, or assembling processes shall not create any
danger to health or safety in surrounding areas, and shall not create any objectionable noise,
vibration, smoke, dst, odor, heat, and/or glare.

All storage and work shall be conducted within an enclosed building.

Unless specifically authorized no items shall be displayed outside folesale, gift and/or
promotional purposes.

Flour and Grain Mills:

The manufactung, fabricating, processing, or assembling processes shall not create any
danger to health or safety in surrounding areas, and shall not create any objectionable noise,
vibration, smoke, dust, odor, heat, and/or glare.

until a large recycling collection facility placement permit has been issued by the Building
and Codes Department. Subsequent to issuing the placement permit the Building and Codes
Departmenshall inspect the facility to insure compliance with this section. Any person,
firm, corporation, orgent,who violates any provision of this section, or fails to comply
herewith, or with any of the requirements thereof, shall be guilty of a misdemeanor.
Operation requirementdA large collection facility shall meet the following requirements

to operate:

A. Facility shall be screened from the public rigitway by operating in an enclosed
building or within an area enclosed by a fence at least six (6nfaetght.

B. Facility shall be located at least five hundred (500) feet from any residential zone
district or district permitting residential use.

C. Setback requirements shall be those that are provided for the zoning district in
which the facility is located

D. All storage of materials shall be in sturdy containers or enclosures which are
covered, secured, and maintained in good condition.



E. Site shall be maintained free of litter and any other undesirable materials, and will
be cleaned of loose debris on a daisis.

F. An area for adequate traffic circulation and-siifeet short term parking shall be
provided.

G. Containers shall be clearly marked to identify the type of material that may be
deposited.

H. Facility shall be clearly marked to identify the name and plhongber of the party
responsible for maintaining the facility and ensuring compliance with all
established requirements.

I.  The hours of operation shall be clearly posted.

J. Notice shall be posted that no materials shall be left outside the collection
containes or enclosures.

K. Signs shall be as regulated in Chapter 8.

L. Power processing equipment shall not be used.

5.1.10 OTHER USES PERMITTED WITH CONDITIONS (PC)

Subject to the procedures outlined in Chapter Bfocedures For Uses Permitted With
Conditions, thepplicant also must meet the following requirements:

Cemetery/Pet Cemetery:

1. Private family cemeteries and cemeteries related to religious institution shall have a
minimum of one (1) acre.

2. No cemetery or pet cemetery shall be established on a site cogtiss than ten (10)
acres.

3. The following accessory uses shall be permitted: mausoleums, mortuaries, chapels and
maintenance buildings not to exceed two thousand (2,000) square feet and shall not be
located closer than fifty (50) feet from any propentye lor street righof-way.

4. All graves or burial lots shall not be located closer than twhwy(25) feet from any
property line or street rigkaf-way.

5. All cemeteries shall have access to one public street-ofgivay, the minimum road
frontage requement shall be controlled by the road frontage requirements within the
respective zone districts.

6. All required yards shall be landscaped and maintained.
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Communication Towers:

1. Pursuant to Tennessee Code Annotated Section24-B81 through 124-303,
communication stations, including towers and operating equipment, which furnish utility
services to the public are allowed in any zone district and shall adhere to the standards
contained herein.

Applicability. This section shall apply to any new struetas well as any existing
structure to which the height is proposed to be increased.

Structure Masking. Communication towers of two hdred (200) feet or less in
height shall be of monopole structural design. Further, the applicant shall
demonstrate for such towers that, through location, construction or masking
(disguising or concealing), the proposed facility will have minimum visughct

upon the appearance of adjacent properties and the views and vistas of adjacent
residential neighborhoods while remaining viable options for futweaation of
communication towers.

Construction. All towers shall be constructed in accordance wstandards
contained in applicable state and/or local building codes and the applicable standards
for towers and antennas published by the Electronic Industries Association ("EIA"),
as may be revisedeach application for a building permit shall be accamed by

a certification by a professional engineer licensed in the State of Tennessee and
competent in such design, attesting to the fact that all applicable standards have been
met.

Site plan required. A site plan meeting the requirements of Sectio® SHall be
submitted to and approved by the Regional Planning Commission prior to the
issuance of a building permit. The planning director may require any other
documentation or information deemed necessary to complete the permit application.
Setbacks. Within or adjacent to zone districts which do not permit residential uses,
communication towers shall be set back from all property lines by a distance equal

A letter stamped by a licensed Professional
Engineer evidencing the design and fall zone parameters of the proposed tower shall
satisfy the requirements determining the minimum fall zone setback
distance.Within or adjacent to zone distts which permit residential uses, towers
shall be set back from all property lines by a distance that is equal to the height of
the tower.

City of Clarksville must be accompanied with a "Determination of No Hazayd' fr

the Federal Aviation Administration, as well as all required Federal Communications
Commission permit information, and any other documentation as required
herein. All structures regulated herein shall be subject to the height restrictions and
requiremats of the AP Airport Overlay District, and applications for permits must
contain documentations from the manager of Outlaw Field and from the manager of
the Fort Campbell Air Traffic Control Division that such structures do not constitute
a hazard to therirport facilities.

. Screening. The entire site containing the tower and equipment shall be enclosed

with a fence not less than six (6) feet in height. Access gates will be locked at all
times when the site is not occupiedll tower sites shall be pragded with
continuous, solid screening around the outside of the required fencing, and it shall
be of such plant material as will provide a yeaund evergreen screening.
Screening, as required herein, shall not be less than six (6) feet in heighiraethe t
of planting, and shall be permanently maintained.

Lighting. Any outside lighting shall be arranged so as to minimize glare and
reflection on adjacent properties and public streets. All towers that require marking
or lighting shall be done in compliamowith Federal Aviation Administration
regulations, but no tower shall be lighted from dusk to dawn by any form of white
flashing light, unless required by the Federal Aviation Administration.

Removal of abandoned towers.All towers permitted under the gqairements of
these regulations that are not operated for telecommunications purposes for a
continuous twelvanonth period shall be considered abandoned, and the owner of
such tower shall remove said tower within ninety (90) days of receiving notice from
the building official. Failure to do so shall be deemed a violation of these
regulations.The owner of the tower may appeal the decision of the building official
to the Board of Zoning Appeal#t such hearing the owner shall be required to show
just case why the tower should not be considered abandoned and subject to
removal.
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K. Exclusions. Satellite dishes, and television antenna which are not attached to a
tower that provides utility services to the public shall be exempt from the provisions
of this setion.

Any communication device which is proposed to be attached to an existing municipal or

utility district water tank shall be exempt from the setback and screening requirements of
this section.

Temporary Building/Uses:

The regulations contained in this section are necessary to govern the operation of certain
transitory or seasonal uses, nonpermanent in nature.
Application for a temporary use permit shall be made to the Building Official and shall
contain thdollowing information:
A. A survey or legal description of the property to be used, rented, or leased for a
temporary use, including sufficient information to specifically identify the property;
B. A description of the proposed use; and
C. Sufficient information @ determine the yard requirements, setbacks, sanitary
facilities, and availability of parking space to service the proposed use.
The following uses are classified as temporary uses and shall be subject to the specific
regulations and time limits which follv and to the regulations of any district in which
such use is located:

A. Carnival or Circus. As regulated by City Ordinance; provided, however, that the
erection of temporary structures in conjunction with public functions, festivals, street
fairs or othesimilar celebrations being conducted pursuant to Sect®02 of the
City Code shall be in accordance with regulations imposed by the agency designated
in Section 51002,(a)(2) of the City Code.

B. Christmas Tree Sale. In any commercial or industrial dis&itemporary use permit
may be issued for the display and open lot sales of Christmas trees, but such permit
shall be issued for a period of not longer than ffiktg (45) days.

C. Contractor's Office/Equipment Sheds. In any district, a temporary usé peynbe
issued for a contractor's temporary office and equipment sheds incidental to a
construction project. The time period for which a temporary building/unit can be
located on site shall not exceed one of the following:

I.  Office or shed shall be removagon completion of the construction project,
or;

II.  The office or shed shall be removed after twelve (12) months, regardless of
the completion of the construction project; if construction project is not
complete the permit may be extended after determmafithe Building and
Codes Department.



D. Real Estate Sales Office. In any district a temporary use permit may be issued for a
temporary real estate sales office in any new subdivision. Such office may be
temporarily contained in a dwelling unit or in a ot unit such as a modular home.
Such use shall be discontinued after all real property in the subdivision has been sold.

E. Religious Tent Meeting. A temporary use permit may be issued for a tent or other
temporary structure to house religious meetings. gérenit shall be valid for not
more than thirty (30) days, renewal shall be limited to once per calendar quarter.

F. Seasonal Sale of Farm Products. In any district a temporary use permit may be issued
for the sale of farm products grown on the premises. shhes space shall be of
portable or sectional construction, and shall not exceed an area of three hundred
(300) square feet and the stands shall be removed when not in use. A permit shall be
valid for not more than four (4) months per year. A temporaongstre used for this
purpose shall be set back from all public rigbtsvay a distance of not less than
fifteen (15) feet.

G. Fireworks, See Section 4217 of the City Code.

Tents:
1. Tents shall be of a temporary nature, as for the protection of surplus fgwdtis,housing

of seasonal farm produce sales, or as temporary uses incidental to an established business
or industry.
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5.2 PROCEDURE AND STANDARDS FOR USES PERMITTED ON

PROCEDURES FOR USES PERMITTED ON REVIEW:

A. The Board of Zoning Appeals euthorized to hear and decide upon uses permitted on
review by this Ordinance, to decide such questions as are involved in determining whether
uses permitted on review should be granted, and to grant uses permitted on review with
such conditions and safegrds as are appropriate under this section; or to deny uses
permitted on review when not in harmony with the purpose and intent of this Ordinance.
B. A use permitted on review shall not be granted by the Board of Zoning Appeals unless and
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until:

An applicaton shall be filed with the director of the Building and Codes
Department or his/her designee for review. Such application shall show the location
and intended use of the site, the names of the property owners and any other
material pertinent to the requeghich the board or the director of the Building and
Codes department may require.

A public hearing shall be held as provided for in this Ordinance.

In the exercise of its approval, the board may impose such conditions upon the
proposed uses of buildingsr dand as it may deem necessary, based upon
information presented at the hearing, to prevent or minimize any adverse effects of
the proposed use upon, and to insure the compatibility of such uses with, other
property in the vicinity.

The board may estabisexpiration dates for any use; establish hours of operation;
require greater setbacks; require adequate screening and buffering; and impose
other reasonable conditions as necessitated by the general criteria listed below in
order to protect the public Héa safety, and welfare on any use permitted on
review as a condition of approval.

General criteria. General criteria are hereby established which shall apply to all
applications for uses permitted on review. A use permitted on review shall not be granted
by the Board of Zoning Appeals unless and until the following determinations have been

made:

The proposed use is compatible with, and will not adversely affect, adjacent
properties and other properties in the area.

Adequate public facilities, such as highys, streets, parking spaces, drainage
structures, fire protection, and water and sewer services, are available to
accommodate the proposed use.

The proposed use will not adversely affect the safety of vehicular and pedestrian
circulation in the area.

Theproposed use shall provide wffreet parking and loading facilities as required

The proposed use is so designed, located, and proposed to be operated that the
health, safety, and welfare of persons in the neighborhood will be protected.

5.2.1 STANDARDS FOR AGRICULTURAL USES PERMITTED ON REVIEW (PR)

applicant also must meet the following requirements:

Stockyard:
1. No building or facility to be used for the keeping of poultry or livestock shall be located
within two hundred (200) feet from any property line.

2. Minimum lot size is five (5) acres.
3. No slaughtering or dressing of any poultry or livestock is permitted.

5.2.2 STANDARDS FOR COMMERCIAL USES PERMITTED ON REVIEW (PR)

Subiject to the procedures outlined in Chapter Bi2icedures For Uses Permitted On Reyibe
applicant also must meet the following requirements:

Assembly/Civic Hall:

1. Hours of operation shall be determined by the Board of Zoning Appeals.
2. No part of any building or structure shall be closer thanhwodred (200) feet from any
residential zae district or district permitting residential uses.

Child Care Facility:

1. The required lot size, yard, and bulk regulations of the district shall apladyariances
shall be permitted for lots on which such use is to be located.

2. All public utilities andsanitary sewers shall be available to the site.

3. The facility shall meet the requirements of the Tennessee Department of Human Services
pertaining to day care.

4. If special passenger loading and unloading facilities are to be provided on the same lot for
vehicles to pick up or deliver children, then such facilities shall provide for driveways that
do not require vehicles to back out onto a public street.
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5.2.3 STANDARDS FOR EDUCATIONAL USES PERMITTED ON REVIEW (PR)

Subject to the procedures outlined in Clea.2: Procedures For Uses Permitted On
Review, the applicant also must meet the following requirements:

Elementary, Middle and High Schools:

1. Elementary and middle school structures and outdoor activity grounds which abut a
residential zone district alistrict permitting residential use, shall have a minimum setback
of fifty (50) feet.

2. High school structures and outdoor activity grounds which abut a residential zone district
or district permitting residential use, shall have a minimum setback of omkeduli(100)
feet.

Fraternity/Sorority Houses:

1. Applications for fraternity and sorority houses shall be accompanied by a floor plan which
depicts the proposed layout of the facility including the location and square footage of any
area devoted to sleepingams.

2. Areas for outdoor recreational use or outdoor group activities shall be screened or fenced
in such a manner as to provide an effective buffer for adjacent residential uses.

3. Parking areas shall not be permitted in the front yard.

4. The Board of Zoning ppeals may place limits upon the number of students who may
reside upon the premises.

5. In order to assure compatibility of the fraternity and/or sorority house with the surrounding
neighborhood, the Board of Zoning Appeals may place restrictions uponutedidhe
day/night during which outdoor recreational activities or other outdoor group activities may
be conducted on the site.

5.2.4 STANDARDS FOR INDUSTRIAL USES PERMITTED ON REVIEW (PR)

Subject to the procedures outlined in Chapter Br2icedures FdJses Permitted On Review, the
applicant also must meet the following requirements:

1. No outdoor storage shall be permitted.

2. Where the site abuts a zoning district that allows residential uses, the building wall facing
the residential disict shall not have any service door openings or loading docks oriented
toward the zoning district.

such lot shall not have any service door openings or loatbols oriented toward the
zoning district.

Fuel/Petroleum Distribution:

. Where the site abuts a zoning district that allows residential uses, the building wall facing

such lot shall not have any service door openings or loading docks oriented toward the
zoning district.

Meat/Poultry Processing Plant:

No outdoor storage shall be permitted.

Where the site abuts a zoning district that allows residential uses, the building wall facing
such lot shall not have any service door openings or loading docks orieniad the
zoning district.

Mineral Extraction, Rock Quarries, Sand, Gravel, and Earth Excavations:

The Board of Zoning Appeals may approve accessory uses to the mineral extraction activity
including, but not limited to, rock crushing, mineral screenamgl, any combination of uses
necessary to extract and process minerals. Such accessory activities shall be located within
the perimeter of operation. The applicant must also meet the following requirements:

An earthen berm may supplement the required zapsscreening. All screening shall be
maintained in good condition at all times.

Areas of hazardous equipment and quarry pits shall be completely enclosed by fencing.
The operation shall minimize disturbances and adverse impacts on surrounding lands using
best available current technology.

Blasting shall only occur between seven a.m. and five p.m. Monday through Friday and
may be further restricted to minimize disturbance to surrounding properties.
Reclamation/Closure Plan. The application shall includespfor the final contours of the

site after the operation is terminated so as to render the land suitable for a use consistent
with the Land Use Plan for the City of Clarksville.

Research and Development Facility:

No outdoor storage shall be permitted.

All buildings used for handling, processing and/or storage of any hazardous material shall
be located a minimum of one hundred (100) feet from all property lines and one thousand
(1,000) feet from any zoning district that allows residential uses.

The applcant shall demonstrate the capability to comply with all applicable Federal, State
and Local Regulations.

Salvage and Junk Yards:

Because of the nature and character of their operation, automobile wrecking and salvage yards,
junkyards, and similar uses t#nd can have a decidedly detrimental effect upon surrounding
properties. Salvage and wrecking yards tend to create problems of noise, dust, traffic, and health
hazards and may adversely affect property values by their general appearance. The agplicant al
must meet the following requirements:

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All salvage yards must be licensed. An application to establish a salvage yard within the
City of Clarksville shall be filed with the Regional Planning Commission and approved by
the Board of Zoning Appeals. For thpeirpose of this section, junkyards, automobile
wrecking yards, and other similar operations shall be known as "salvage yards."

Because of the tendency for salvage yards to promote the breeding of vermin, no such
operation shall be permitted closer tharefhundred (500) feet from any zoning district

that allows residential uses.

All storage of three (3) or more unlicensed abandoned vehicles and salvaged vehicles must
be in an approved and licensed salvage yard.

All abandoned and junked motor vehicles aftiter similar large salvage articles that can

be seen from any public riglf-way shall be moved to a licensed salvage yard.

All outdoor storage of salvage yards or junk yards shall be conducted entirely within an
area which is screened by natural objeplantings, fences, or other appropriate means so

as not to be visible from the main traveled roads or way of the system, or they will
otherwise be removed from sight.

Storage outside screened areas is expressly prohibited. Such screening shall be properl
maintained and in good condition.

. All persons operating or intending to operate salvage yards must apply to and submit a Site

Plan to the Regional Planning Commission for review and approval.
